New York, ‘February 6.—According to
Captain Penrice, master of the Lamport
and Holt Liner Vasari, just arrived from
Buenos. Ayres and Rio de Janeiro, ‘the
{ abnormal « weather c¢onditions in the
United States now are by no means re-
! stricted to this country. The weather of
the entire world, the skipper believes, is
undergoing unusual changes.

Captain Penrice, who has been a close
observer of weather condifions for some
30 yvears, declares that the weather of the
North and South Atlantfic has been
changing rapidly during the last four
vears, and that within the last year it
has undergone almeost phenomenal trans-
foermation.

“I hardly know how to account for it,”
he says. ‘“Some weather observers be-
lieve that it is due to spasmodic changes
in temperature in the Gulf Stream and
the - Japan current. Others have  con-
tended that it is entirely due to solar in-
fluence, Climate, of course, is affected
by the progress of civilization, but this
is local and affects only those
where the hand of man has changed the
conformations of nature in his settle-
I ments.

“Let us compare the January weather
of Buenos Ayres and Rio de Janeiro in
1890 with the climatic conditions of the
month just ended. Both these cities 29
vears ago were sweltering under a tem-
perature of 90 and 95 degrees. This year
 the people complain of a cool January
and are content to call it a warm day
when the mercury gets up to 75 degrees.

“The summer of last year was cool in
the United States, while the correspond-
ing period, which wasg the winter of
South America, was much milder than it
has been in many years.

‘  “It is difficult to compare the changes

as one moves north and south because
weather conditions vary much at sea, but
I am confident that if observations along
the entire coast line of North and South
America could be compared the meteor-
ologists would find some interesting vari-
ations every six months during the last
20 vears.”
