COSTLY HOME FOR PETS

New York Will Soon Open Animal

Hospital on Expensive Plan.

Special Dispatch to The American.

New York, February 6.—When the new
building of the New York Women'’s
League for Animalg is completed at the
southwest corner of Lafayette and Bond
streets, poorer owners of; horses and
house pets will be able to obtain as good
medical and surgical treatment for such
animals as the best veterinarians can
give. Horses, dogs, cats and singing
birds are to have their ailments treated
at the new hospital, and the pets of the
poor will get especial attention. : Mrs.
James Speyer is president of the or-
ganization which is building the hospital.
The work will cost, according to esti-
mate, gbout $50.000,

This hospital not only will be the first
of its kind in this city, but it will con-
tain many features entirely mew. On the
first floor is to be a padded cell where a
horse suffering from blind staggers or
similar ailment can be placed where he
can do no injury to himself. For the im-
mediate attention of horses brought in
from the street other stalls will be built
on this floor, and in the basement will
be a destruction room for horses.” The
operating room for dogs also will be on
the first floor, and nearby will be a
spray to revive them after the adminijs-
tration of ether. Offices, a waiting-room
and dispensary will be located on this
same floor. -

Stalls of varioys kinds and an operat-
ing-room will take up a large part of
the second floor.§j On the third dogs, cats
and birds are to be housed and treated.
Specially prepared food for these gni-
mals will be prepared in a kitchen on
this floor, over which special cooks will
preside.
