DECREASE OF 65,330 TONS

List of Large Vessels Launched in

United Kingdom Shows, However,

That Number of Large Steamers
Constructed Exceeded Average of
Recent Years—Rhein Here From
Bremen After Rough Trip—Has
But 64 Passengers.

The annual summary of Lloyd's register
df British and foreign ship construction
at home and abroad for the year 1912
shows that, exclusive of warships, 712
vessels of 1,788,514 gross tons, of which
643 are steamships, with 1,720,957 tons,
and 69 salling vessels of 17,6567 tons, have
been launched in the United Kingdom.
The output of mercantile tonnage during
the year was 65,330 less than in 1911.

The number of large steamers, launched
during 1912 has greatly exceeded the
average of recent years. The returns for
1912 show that 69 vessels of 6,000 tons
and above were launched. Of these 16
were over 10,000 tons each, the large:ﬂt
being the White Star Line steamship
Ceramic, of 18,600 tons, and the Canadian
Pacific steamers KEmpress of Asia and

Empress of Russia, which are 16,850 tons
cach.

Of the vessels launched during the year
24 are capable of a speed of 18 knots and
over an hour. The fastest of these are
the two Canadian Pacific steamers above
mentioned, the Wahine and two other
turbine steamers intended for service in
the Irish Channel and one for gervice on
the Clyvde, all designed for a speed of
20 Kknots per hour.
Ceramic, Niagara, Reina Victoria Hugenia
and Infanta JIsabel de Bordon—with a
total tonnage of 51,890, are being fitted
with a combination of furbinecs and re-
ciprocating engines. Equipped with tur-
bine engines only there were eight vessels,
whose total aggregate is 42,261 tons.

The launchesg for the vear also include
11 wvessels of a total tonnage of 6,000
tons equipped with infernal combustion
englneg, the largest being the Fordonian,
of about 2,000 tons. These figures also
include the Y. Ddraig Gochb, of about 1,000
tons, which 1s being fitted out with a gas
cngine, .

At the end of the year there were under
construction, including a number of wves-
sels already launched, but not completed,
69 wvessels of between 6,000 and 10,000
tons, 25 of between 10,000 and 15,000
tons, 10 of between 15,000 and 20,000
tons, two of between 20,000 and 40,000
tons and two of more than 40,000 touns
each.
