Ilorente, Mexican consul at El Pasgo, 'is
accused of conspiracy to ship munitions
of war from the United States to Mex-
fco in a federal warrant issued here.
Tlnited States Commissioner Oliver today
commissioned R. E. Bryant to serve the
warrant if Llorente, who is fsuppoaed to
be in 'Juarez, crosses the international
line. The Commissioner declares that
'bnited States Marshal Bert J. ‘McDaw-
ell, at San Antonio, had ordemd Deputy
frank M. Newman not to serve the war-

rant.
. The warrant against Llorente was is-

gued last night by Commissioner Oliver

on complaint of Robert H. G. MacDeon-
ald. MacDonald charges that on Juné T,
1912, the Mexican Consul furnighed money
to him and two companions with which
to purchase arms for the use of the fed-
erals. MacDonald and his two compan-
jons were arrested as a result of this
alleged transaction and held on charges
of violating neutrality laws. The charges
made by Machnald also involve Alberto
Madero, an uncle of the Mexican Presi-
dent, but no Warraﬂt has been issted

Washington, February 6.—The govern-
ment may attempt to enforce the col-
lection of $1,000,000 from oleomargarine

colored cotton-

seed oil under the ban of the Treasury
Department. Commissioner Cabell, of the
Internal Revenue Bureau, today in-
formed a House committee that the
Treasury would take no action toward a
compromise until the committee and the
federal court at Chicago had concluded
their investigations.

The Whites Introduce Tuberculosis

Among Natives of Alaska.

Washington, l+ebrualy 6.—xtermina-

tion of the native population of Alaska
within 90 or 60 years, through the rav-
ages of tuberculosis and other diseases
introduced by the white man, is pre-
dicted by Dr. Emil Krulish, of the Pub-
lic Health Service. Dr. Krulish today
reported to the Federal Bureau of Edu-
cation on the investigation he has just
completed. He paints a dreary picture
of the future for the native Alaskans,
unless steps are taken immediately to
ameliorate their condition.

Where work along sclentific lines has
been undertaken, saysg Dr. Krulish, the
betterment of the Indians is everywhere
apparent. He complaing, however, that
the rescue work is not widespread enough
and advocates a much larger force of
physicians and field nurses,
tedach the natives the laws of hygiene.

and these are held to be necessary if

comprehengive weork 1s to be done. Phy-
sicians, it is sald, now are compelled to
work in rented buildlngs unsuitable to
caring for the sick, and many of which
have no conyeniences whatsoever.
