TO CLEAR THE STRAITS -

Chief Object Now of the Bulgarian
Military Forces.

Sofla, Bulgarla, February 6.—The main |

objJect of the Bulgarian armies, apart
from the reduction of the fortress of
Adrianople, was disclosed in dispatches
given out by the War Office today. The
plan is to reach the Dardanelles Straits
and clear them for the passage of the
(reek fleet into the Sea of Marmora.
Then the Greeks will attack Constanti-
noeple directly from the sea.

From the reports of the fighting to the
north of the Peninsula of Gallipoli it can
be seen that one of the columns of King
Ferdinand’s troops is marching straight
for the city of Gallipoll. It has occupied
already the villages of Medeste, Char-
keui, Kavak and Bulair, which are on
the neck of the peninsula.

It has not yet, however, come into con-
tact with any large force of Turkish
troops, of which there are gaid to be

70,000 on the Gallipoli Peningula. These, |
