JURY WILL DECIDE TODAY

Alken, 8, C., February 6.—“He did not
do it.”’

KExerting her voice to the limit of its
spent strengtha, Mrs. Frederick
thus ended today her dramatic exonera-
tion of her husband from the charge
having plunged a pocket knife into her
fhroat.

Anywhere but in a court of justice the
climax to this brilliant social leader's re-
cital of the events of the night of Feb-
ruary 26 would have been received with
a burst of applause, Not once did she
falter. She was grave and smiling by
turns, digunified and courteous—now soft
spoken, now emphatic. . Nervous at the
beginning of ber ordeal, she quickly mas-
tered the situation, and with a fringe -of
faces of the social elect of New York and
Newport gazlng at her from the specti-
tors’ benches gnd lending their support,
Mrs. Beach—darting at intervals a fond
- smile at the husband who fixed fascinated
cyes upon her—told the story which, if
anything, will set that husband free.

Previously Mr. Beach himself had told
his story to the jury, and following the
star witness of the trial, Miss Marian tlol-
ling presented a cameo-like narrative, which
in point of effectiveness was not exeelled
by two told by the two principals.

Tomorrow the jury will decide, for both
sides announced the closing of their cases
today and the summing up and judge's
charge will be out of the way before the
noon recess. Three speeches will be made
in behalf of the defense in the gpace of
two hours, which has been allotted to
them. while Solicitor Gunter will make
the lone addresg for the state and confine
himself by choice to an. hour. The last
hour of today’'s session was used by the
jury in inspecting the cottage in front of
which the assault was committed.

Cross-examination did little damage to
the gtories of either of the three leading
witnesses for the defense. Here and
there discrepancies arose, but not of a
character to put the defendant in serious
peril. A strong point in his favor was
added with the introduction of affidavits
of two malds and a chauffeur that half
an hour before the assault on the night
of Hebruary 26 a negro answering the
geheral description of the man Mrs.
jeach says stabbed her, approached one
of the maids in Laurens street, and when
driven off disappeared in the direction of
the Beach cottage.

She hag saved the social prestige of an
honored name, and the six-feet-seven son,
to whom she referred so fondly in her
testimony today, may look back from the
wilds of Vancouver, where he is working
for a living, and be proud to call her
mother.

She wore the accustomed brown skirt..

brown turban. Instead of the silk shirt-
waigt, however, she had donnéd a soft
white linen walist, low cut, with a sailor
collar, in order to better enable the
jury to see where the knife wound had
been inflicted. The scar shows plainly,
just beneath the right ear. Mrs. Beach
wore long brown gloves, and carried her
husband’'s spectacle case in her hand.

He
believed that Repsold, listening at a key-
hole while the state board was In session,
had learned that he was about to lose his
credits because of the discovery of an
infraction of the rules,
