{he proper depth. If ground is hard,
the 'soil with rake. Sow three
pounds of higo-grade animal-bone phos-
phate per square .rod., Sow half this
quantity when grass seed 1Is sown and
the bhalance the latter part of March. It
is a good plan to mix the fertilizer with
twice its bulk of good, rich soil.
