V. Hamman snd Charles J. Austrian, has
suceceeded in combating the germs of tu-
berculosis. which were inoculated in
number of rabbits, it is anticipated by
those who are familiar with the work in
the dispensary that in a few weeks an
announcement will be forthcoming of an-
other cure for the white plague and it is
also probable that one of the physi{:i._'f_ms
in the I’hipps Dispensary wlill go to New
York and attempt to win the prize.

The serum, or tuberculosis antitoxin,

prepared by Drs. Hamman and Austrian, |

was inoculated into a number of rabbits
about three months ago and a few days
ago the animals recovered., A final exam-
ination of them failed to reveal the pres-
ence of tubercular germs, which had been
inoculated into them previous to the in-
oculftion of the serum. As yet the serum
has failed where human beings are con-
cerned, but it is thought by the physicians
that the strength of the fluid can De
gaunged to effect more difficult cures. It is
upon this that they are working now.
The composition of the serum 1Is a

secret. Drs. Hamman and Austrian refuse |

absolutely to discuss its formula and this
fact leads to the bhelief that they are in
the race for the Finlay prize. |

Not only have the cases of the rabbits
proved satisfactory to the physicians, but
monkeys have also been inoculated with
tuberculosis germs and cured by the fluid
within several months. The serum applied
to the monkeyvs is said to be stronger than
that injected into the rabbits:

Several months ago Dr. Austrian re-
turned from a trip to Germany, where he
studied  the tuberculosis question thor-
oughly. He consulteq with a number of
world-renowned physicians on the admin-
istration of various formulae of serum,
and while there read a number of papers
written by Dr. Friedman, whose discov-
ery was at that time in its infancy. Dr.
Austrian returned, convinced that his
ideas had not been materially improved
upon and set about the preparation of a
formula to eombat tubercular germs. For
his time to the
study of the germs and their enemles, and

of the success of the discovery, the aver-
