At a meeting of the Shellfish Commis- |
slon yesterday a report was. submitted
showing that today the appilications for
leages of bottoms in the Chesapeake Bay
and its tributaries for oyster planting
are in the neighborhood of 18,000, of
which about 5,000 have been granted.
All of the applications are from resi-
"dents, most of whom are oystermen in
the counties.

For the first time Baltimore oyster
packers and other Baltimoreans who are
interested in the oyster intlustry are’
seeking leases on as large areas as the
commission will grant. They are willing
to take up bottoms in the open bay.
Members of the commission expressed
themselves as greatly gratified at the
applications received from Baltimore,
especially from the canners. Thig fact
indicates to them that oyster culture on
an extensive scale is in sight and will!
be backed by sufficient capital to make |
it a success. There is fair prospect that
before the close of the year at least
10,000 acres will be under cultivation and
that the revenues received by the com-
mission from rentals will be sufficient to
‘defray its expenses. Should its applica-
tions continue at -the present rate the
state will receive large revenues from
this source. The fund will be usea 1n{
the improvement of public roads.

Under the law the rental for the first
two years is fixed at §1 per acre a
vear, but after the expiration of the
period the rate 18 to be fixed by the
Shellfish Commission. No action has yet
been taken to fix this rate, but it is be-
lieved that it will be set at less than $1.
The leases all run for 20 years.

The largest tracts thus far leased are

off the Calvert county shore.
- The law limits single holdings in the
bay to 500 acres, but this is ample for
the average planter. In the tributaries
the limit is 50 acres. Most of the tracts
that have been asked. for in the bay
are of large area, and this is gratifying
to the commission. Prior to: the passage
of the planting and leasing law, in 1906,
there were about 2,000 acres taken up
under what was kKnown as the five-acre
law. This law limited holdings to five
acres, and most of these lots were of
even smaller size. The Haman Law.
brought all these lots under the jurisdic-
tion of the commission.

By far the greater part of the bottoms.
applied for has not been surveyed. This
work will be done as soon as the weather
will permit.

"Non-residents are barred from: leasing
of bottoms.

The Shelfish Commission will today
hear in Anpapolis a delegation from
West River, which will claim that bot- |
toms in that river included in the sur-
veys 88 barren are productive.

Unless the legislature amends the law
regulating the. election machinery of the

state the Progressive party will prove an

expensive luxury to the taxpayers. When
the law was framed it was assumed there

would never be more than two parties
participating in the prlmaries and pro-
vision was made only for that number.
In thelr estimates of the cost of conduct-
ing elections the various boards of su-
pervisors considered only two, and hence
the levy in Baltimore city; as well as in
the counties, includes only the usual ex-
pense.
