NEW PICTURE OF
LORD BALTIMORE

BEEN PRESENTED MARY-
LAND HISTORICAL SOCIETY.

Is Reproduction of Portrait Just
‘Removed by the National Gallery
in London, and Is a Likeness

Made Much Earlier Than the

Gorhambury Pilcture—It Is At.

The splendid collection of pictures of
Sir George Calvert, first Lord Baltimore,
in the possession of the Maryland His-
torical Society. has recently been en-
riched by the addition of a new one.

Five years ago W. H. Whitin, of
Whitinsville, Mass., a man of scholarly
tastes in addition to his great wealth, in
passing through the c¢ity paid the librarmy
0f the society st the corner of St. Paul
and Saratoga streets, a visit. The nu-
merous pictures of great Marylanders of
former days interested him greatly, in
particular those of the founder of Bals
timore, and he and Richard Henry Spen-
cer, the corresponding secretary of the
soclety, examined the collection carefully,
Before leaving the visitor presented his
card, .and no more was heard of him un-
til a short time ago, when a Iletter
reached the club from London, England,
The letter, written at the National Por-
trait Gallery, London, is directed to Mr,
Spencer, and reads as follows : ’

Dear Sir—Mr. P. H. Whitin has sug-
gested that you might like to see a pho-
tograph of the first -Lord Baltimore at
an earlier period of his life than the Gor-
hambury picture shows him. The portrait
has just been presented to thig gallery,

and I thought you might possibly have
some engraving of it. We have none

here.. Yours truly,
C. HOMER.

The picture, wliich was enclosed, has
been suitably framed for exhibition, and
is proving the subject of much comment
and speculation. The official of the Eng-
lish gdllery makes mention of no artist
in his letter, and it is presumed here
that the painter is unknown. No similar
portrait, so far a8 local historians are
aware, 15 in existence on this side of the
Atlantic, and those who are in a position
to know declare that it is, as i8 as-
serted 1in the ‘letter, in all probability
the earliest likeness of the first of the
Lord Baltimores.

Up to the receipt of the new picture
it was believed in this country that the
portrait by Daniel Mytens, the elder, now
in the possession of the Karl of Veru-
lum, at Gorhambury, a reproduction of
which was presented to the local society
by Julian LeRoy White in 1891, was the
oldest painting of the great Marylander.
That likeness depicts the subject as wears

" CHALICE SET WITH GEMS

With Paten, Gift to Catholic Church

Worth $3,000.

A chalice and paten made of solid gold
and studded with diamonds, will be con-
secrated by Cardinal Gibbons within the
next few days and then will be presented

i to one of the local Catholic echurches.

The chalice and paten are valued at
$3,000, and the gold and diamonds in
them were the property of a well-known
lady, who recently died and who reques-
ted in her will that they be used in
making an elaborate chalice.

About one month ago, all of her gold
Jewelry and diamonds were sent to the
firm of Jenkins & Jenkins, silversmiths
and gold workers, on North Charles
street, and after the metal was melted,
the chalice and paten were made.

The chalice, which is a wonderful work
of art, is nine and one-half inches in
height. The base of the chalice, which
1s made of 18-carat gold, is 6 inches in
