S DISSOLVED

IN

AN AGREED DECREE MADE
SUIT IN DETROIT

| UNINTENTIONAL - V_'IOILA.TION‘.

Immediately Following the Fiiiﬁg of
a Civil Anti-trust Suit Against a
Detroit Firm and Numerous Other
Last Manufacturers With Whom
It Was Allied by Agreements, an
Agreed Decree Terminating Price-
Fixing Was Entered.

Detroit,. Mich., February .7.—Lhe boot
aiid shoe. last trust, fixing, it is alleged,
price of practically every last sold
in the United States, was dissolved here
today by the federal government in quick
time. Immediately following the filing
of a civil antitrust suit against the
Krentler-Arnold Hinge Last Company
and numerous other Iast manufacturers
with whom it was allied by agreements,
United States District Judge Arthur J.
Tuttle entered. an . agreed decree termi-
nating license agreements in so far as
they fixed the price of unpatented lasts
and dissolving a club through which the
alleged violation of the Sherman law was
accomplished.

The decree in. effect lays down the
it 1s unlawful to
tie together patented and unpatented ar-
ticles, so as to fix the price of the un-
patented commodity. Neither the gov-
ernment’s petition nor the decree ques-
tions the right of a patentee to fix the
price of a patented last.

License Agreements.

Instead of manufacturing its patented
lasts and their parts exclusively, Krent-
ler-Arnold Hinge Last Company issued
license agreements to other manufactur-
ers in which the latter agreed, it is said,
to maintain the prices of all lasts in
accordance with a schedule of prices fur-
nished by the former.

The purposeé of these agreements, it
is charged, was to fix ﬂlbltrﬂ,rlly and
unfairly high ‘the price of both patented
and unpatented lasts the latter forming
about B0 per cent, of the business so as
to .enable the Hinge Last Company to
exact an abnormal price for its patented
lagts.

Prices are fixed and unreasonably high
profits ‘obtained, it is declared, largely
through an organization known as the
Cary Club, comprised entirely of the
licensces of the Krentler-Arnold Hinge
Company. By the agreed decree, in which
the defendants disclaim all intentions of
violating the Sherman law, they are re-
strained from continuing the alleged un-
Iawful features of thelr agreements and
from’ further majintaining the Cary Club.

Several of the overseers are declared to
have admitted that they had put In-
digns and even white laborers in stocks
for minor offenses. Many of the Indians
whom Mr. Fuller saw bore scars of flog-
gings and other maltreatment.

SYSTEM OF PEONAGE.

Mr. Fuller found that the labor of the
Indiang is secured by a system of peon-
age based on advance of merchandise.
Although payment is made for this labor,
it ig declared to be nothing/ more nor
less than forced labor. The temptation
| to abuse is imminent and strong, espe-
cially since the white staff is offered a
' bonus for vigilance. Me reaches the con-
yclusion that, considering the remoteness
| of the country® and the poor quality of
the rubber, it is unlikely. to make the en-
terprise pay without hard ftreatment of
the Indians. Although large numbers of
the Indiang have been killed, and some
have escaped into the South American
jungle, the output of rubber has increased
despite the decrease in native population,
With governmental machinery absent, Mr.
Fuller is of the opinion that, should the
rubber corporation cease its activities,
the Indiang would fall to no better lot at
the hands of free-booting expeditions and
slave raiders.

Mr. Fuller finds that the ancient, deep-
rooted attitude of the white population to-
ward the Indian is a formidable obstacle
to be.overcome in any solution of the
problem presented. While professing not
to approve cruel and inhuman treatment,
the whites generally regard the Indian
as having been created by Providence
for the use and benefit of the superior
race. 'This attitude of the people has
found concrete expressions in the univer-
sal system of peonage, an old ingtitution,
which Mr. Fuller found well established,
recognized by law and the basis upon
which the rubber business almost entirely
