OYSTERMEN PROTEST

Say Selby Bay Bottoms Should Not
Be Leased.

| Special Dispatch to The American.

An_uapolis. Md., Februarv 7.—About 100
oystermen of the South River section of
Anne Arundel county appeared before the
Shellfish Commission today and protested

against the leasing of any bottoms in
Selby Bay, a tributary of that river, for
oyster cultivation. All the bottoms of
that body of water had been declared
“barren bottoms' when the survey was
made in 1907, but the oyvstermen declared
they could point to acres of bottoms
upon which men are making a living.

All of the members of the commission
were present and expressed a desire to
do what they could for the other oyster-
men.

Capt. Gassaway Dawson and other
practical oystermen spoke and specified
bottoms which they said were well recog-
nized natural oyster grounds.

The members of the commission were
plainly impressed by the strong case
made out by the oystermen and their

counsel, and by the clear testimony as

to the existence of a natural growth of
oysters at various points in Belby Bay.
Mr. Maltbie, the spokesman of the com-
mission, said that counsel would be taken
with the Attorney General on the ques-
tion of whether they could refuse to
grant application for leases of these bot-
toms until the legislature reconvened. and
would afford the oystermpen an opportu-
nity for securing relief by
He advised the oystermen. in the event of
the Attorney General declaring that these
bottoms must be made the subject of
leasing, to get together and secure leases
in the names of certain of their own
numbper, thus holding the bars until an
appea* could be made to the legislature.

Charleston, W. Va.. February 7.—Blue
laws took much of the time of both houses
of the legislature of West Virginia today,
and while the House of Delegates was
amending the administration prohibition
bill. with a view to making the state an
ahﬁﬂlqte desert, the Senate was trying to
put cigarettes beyond the state borders.
Aside from these several important bills
were passed. The Senate, by a vote of
15 to 14, refused to prohibit sales of
cigarettes, but did advance the Gray
anticigarette bill after amendine it so as
to permit Sﬂlﬂshto persons 21 years old.
The bill prohjbits the ®gale or giving of
tobacco in any form to boys under 186.
and prohibits persons under 21 ﬁmﬂl;ing
cigarettes. The bill will be on passage
tomorrow.

In the House attempts were made to
change the prohibition bill so as to except
nonintoxicating malt or brewed drinks. to
make the basis of alcoholic drinks 1 per
cent. alcoho] instead of one-half of 1 per
cent. and to permit using liquors in clubs,
but all such amendments were voted down.
The Senate fought at length over the
Bland antilobby bill, which compels lob-
byists to register with the secretary of

state, and further action was postponed |

until Tuesday.

The Senate adopted the MacCorkle
amendment to the Constitution exempting
personal property up to  $200 from taxa-
tion and Peterkin's lieutenant governor
amendment and the House resolution
memorializing Congress to pass the Ken-
yon-Sheppard bill. 1t also passed the
Hatfield-Silver good roads bills, providing
tor utilizing penitentiary and jail pris-
oners for building roads, and advanced the
primary election and public service cor-

poration commission bills. The House
made the good roads bills a special order |
for tomorrow, rejected a bill providing for |
licensing barbers and advanced bills pro-
viding for a public service corporation
commission and to regulate primary elec-
tions.
