When the Hamburg-American liner
Assyria, commanded by  Captain True-
mann, reached port yesterday from Ham-
burg, the vessel was minus four of its
iifeboats, many of the ventilators were

swept away and considerable damage was
in evidence about its decks as a result
of encountering in the North Atlantic the
terrific hurricane of January 9 and 10.
That the vessel had been through a
strenuous voyage was attested by the
officers, who said it was the-worst experi-
ence through which they had ever passed
In the midst of

the hurricane, when great seas swept
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over the ship carrying-away four of the’

lifeboats,
twisting off strong iron ventilators as
though they were made of pasteboard,
there were grave fears that the vessel
would not survive the merciless pounding
of the seas.

The Assyria sailed from Hamburg De-
cember 23, and counting the time when
it put back to Horta, in the Azores, to
make repairs and take on additional fuel,
it has been 45 days making the passage,
which under ordinary weather conditions
could be made in about 19 days. For 24
hours, starting on January 9, when the
hurricane struck the ship, the vessel was

“threatened to engulf it.

The vessel’s coal ‘supply getting dan-
gerously low, its course was set for Hali-
fax, which was then the nearest port,
and which it was thought could be
reached before the last ton of fuel gave
out. This plan was frustrated, however,
by the continuous heavy head gales, and
when about 800 miles distant from the
Nova Scotian port, the steamship was

turned about and run before the gale to |

the Azores, 600 miles back on its course.

On reaching the Horta, in the Azores,
on January 15, the supply of coal almost
had run out. For 10 days the Assyria
remained at that port making temporary
repairs. While there six other big liners
put into that port more or less damaged
and short of fuel. Completing repairs the
Assyria sailed om January 25 and met
another severe gale, during which the
vessel was hove to for many hours.
