Because the law
of the Catholic Church prohibits the
solemnization of marriage during the
Lenten season, this mass will be dis-
pensed with. Cardinal Gibbons last night
gave out a statement coneerning this
morning’s ceremony, at which he w/fil
officiate. In this he sets forth the reasons
for the prohibition of the nuptial mass,
as follows:

“During the season of lLent, marriages
are not prohibited by the Catholiec Church,

as marriage is a sacrament and sacra-
ments may be administered at all times:
but the church does prohibit solemniza-

While it
contains all the properties of raw ra-
dium, the preparation is KkKhown as ra-
dium-bromide.

A glass-inclosed piece of cardboard,
with one one hundred-thousandth of one
one-thousandth part of one thirty-sec-
ond of an ounce, placed on its sur-
face. when uncovered in a darkened
room became so luminous as to radiate
a glow over the entire room. When
placed under a powerful magnifying
glass the minube particles of radium
were discernible. and acted in a similar
manner as a snowstorm in a high wind.
Upon a lengthy observation these par-
ticles took the form of small stars, shoot-
ing in all directions over the card.

Health Commissioner Appoints Spe-

cial Health Wardens.

Health Commissioner Nathan R. Gorter
and his assistant, C. Hampson Jones an-
nounced last night the names of the 24
special health wardens who will make a
canvass of the entire city in an effort fto
completely wipe out: every vestige of small-
pox.

be used without first sterilizing it and
cooling it. A warm or hot scarifier must
not be used.

In vaccinating the. virus should be put
on - the spot to be vaccinated and then
rubbed into the skin with the scarifier,
drawing as little blood as possible.

The virus will not dry, but the sleeve

' should mnot be put. down until at least

two minutes have elapsed after the scari-
fying- has been done.  You should recom-
mend_ five minutes to elapse.

All persons are to be vaccinated who
have not been successfully vaccinated
since November 1, 1912,

All work must be done earnestly

He should remain until
the church takes the initiative and casts
him out. There is nothing essentially dis-
honest in his present relations and he
has .a real mission in the church.”
Another passage from one of his ser-
mons, which may be cited to show why
he has been objected to by some of his
fellow ministers, who are not so broad,
is this: “If every man who finds himself
at variance with certain phases of church
doctrine should immediately leave his
pulpit, there would be few men left in
the ministry of any church.”

He Was Vindicated.

Bishop Quayle, at the suggestion of
some of Dr. Lichliter’s critics, made a
thorough investigation into the question
of his fitness to occupy a pulpit, with
the result that he was completely vin-
dicated. The matter was also broached
by the Evangelical Association of St.
Louis, but owing to the efforts of a large
number of his friends, it was finally al-
lowed to drop.

Dr. Lichliter apparently inberits his re-
ligious tendencies, for his ancestors were
religious exiles, and his father and two
grandfathers were Methodist. ministers.
His father, who died at the age of a1, /
was famous for his untiring energy and
force, and this characteristic the new in-
cumbent of the pastorship of Grace
Church, also inherits. Physically, he is
a man of most Iimposing appearance,
standing, as he does over SiX feet, and
possessing a  virile, ‘muscular frame,
which harmonizes well with a rich, splen-
didly trained volce.

A list of Dr. Lichliter's activities in
St. Louls,. where he has been WwoOrking
about four and a half years, would fill
a volume, for he is a believer in the
strenuous life. Among them may be noted
active participation in the affairs of the
Consumers’ League, the Civic League, the
Joint Committee on Public Morals of St.
Louis, the Equal Suffrage League, the
Religious Education Association, the
Methodist Federation for Social Service,
and many others as important.
