Court Decides Landlor-d Must Ex-

terminate Rodents. |

New York, February 8.-—The Appellate

 Division of the Supreme Court decided

vesterday that if rats “hold nightly meet-

ings and performances in the walls and

the Gardens Over Night—Cutting

London, February 8.-—Militant suffra-
géttes destroyed many valuable plants
and did other damage reaching a total of
$5,000 in the hothouses of the Kew Iorti-
cultural Gardens during the early hours
of this morning. Thus they developed
another part of their plan of campaign to
force the government to give the vote to
women,

It is believed g snumber of women hid
themselves in the gardens over night, for
this morning long before the day staff
came onh duty it was found that a large
number of rare orchids had been uprooted
and scattered in all directions: K Thirty
panes of glass in the orchid houses were
broken.

When the night watchmen made theijr
rounds at 1 o'clock in the morning every-

thing was still in good order and the
women must have laid their plans well
beforehand in order to find hiding places
where they could lie in security. NoO trace
of them has since been found. g

The window.. smashing raids continued
in London today. Two immmense windows
in' an establishment iIn Oxford. street,
which has heretofore been immune * Dbe-
cause of the proprietor’s contributions to
the women’s funds, were broKen during
the early morning hours.

writes the girl. “In Armenif murder and

Not a day passes
unless some Moslem ‘- tribe, armed .to-the
teeth, attacks some defenselesg Christian
villager. Ferocious Arabs, Pharsys, Kurds,
Tartars and Cherkesses of the Far East-
ern Provinces are being armed, incited
and financed to terrorize Christians.

Just before Mr. Taft arose to accept
the .gift he heard himself characterized by
Col.  George Harvey, of New York, as ‘‘the
worst-licked, the least-sore and the best-
liked of all our presidents.”

‘Colonel Harvey spoke on the relation-
ship' of the university to ‘public service.
‘“Here we have a university about to
confer a president upon the country and
the country in gracipus requital about to
bestow a president upon a university,”
he remarked. “Theoretically it would
seem to be ‘a fair exchange. Meanwhile,
we have a yet more striking illustration
of the present tendency of the body -poli-
tic to stretch forth arms and bhands to
the university in time of need.

MARINE KILLS HIMSELF

William Snyder Fires Bullet Into

His Heart in Annapolis.
