1 have
no doubt they will do a great deal of
aood. Sometimes I am almost tempted
to buy a bottle of Pe-ru-na and have ‘it
on hand, because of your convineing talk,
but I belong to a health club.

Work
every day at something you like to do.
Keep up your enthusiasm. - Have faith in
Nature and Nature’'s God. The laws of
Nature are inexorable, but the rewards
of Nature are kind and beneficent beyond
all expression. If you do these things
you may .during your whole life escape
the nevessity of using medicine, but even
with all this you may occasionally need
medicine. ,

But you must remember that you and
your club are exceptional people, that the
great masses of people go on thought-
lessly. Their diet is very illy fitted to
sustain their bodies properly. Their ex-
posure to cold and wet and heat and
fatigue is, very reckless,
do not know how to take care of them-
selves. Consequently, a medicine is neces-
sary often.
