30 tons per acre, and every stock breeder
knows their value to sheep and cattle.
The hens will pay for them even more
liberally.

(Good feeding means close observation
and good judgment on the part of the
feeder. ™The feed suitable in guality and
guantity last week may not be suitable
this week. The weather may have
changed. 1If it has grown colder, not
less of the wheat and oats but more of
the corn and meat are demanded.

Never mix your grains. Never feed
exactly the same food two 'successive
meals. Always stimulate the hens to eat
more by giving them something different
to tempt thelr appetites. The hen that
is Jlaving regularly is seldom liable to
get too fat, Have a care that your pul-
lets and your moulted hens have started
to lay before yon begin to feed too
heavily in the fall. There is little danger
after they have hegun laying.

The feeding problem is much simplified
if females of different ages are not kept
together. What is ideal for three-year-
old heng may be entirely wrong for pul-
lets. Separate and classify them by ages
as soon as possible.

importance of Grit

Shell and Charcoal

Many persons uneglect to provide each
house with a grit and shell box. This
is essential to the health of the fowls
and tbe furnishing of material to form
the shell of the egg. Remember that a
hen has no molars with which to grind
ber food and must, therefore, rely en-
tirely upon the grit that she eatg to
perform this service. Therefore, chick-
ens soould be provided with plenty of
grit. If you do not attend to this you
the hen precisely as you
would be treated should all of your teeth
be extracted and no false set provided
in their stead. What would become of
vour digestion? It is the same case with
the hen who is made to eat and not
given grit to grind 'the food after eat-
ing. The cracked oystershell is import-
ang in the forming of the egg shell.
Lime, of course, will answer, but then
the shell will be brittle and cruymbly and
casily broken. The shells are firmer,
whiter and smoother if cracked oyster-
shells are provided.

Few persons provide charcoal for their
birds hecause they seem to lose sight of
its wvalue, This inexpensive necessity
gerves to tonme up and sweeten the crop
and gizzard of the fowl and aids diges-
tion. To a chicken it takes the place
of a ‘soda mint tablet to a person. BY
all means provide it.” Always keep these
three essentials before the fowls in suf-

Vegetables as Food

Never be afraid to feed the fowls
vegetables of any kind. They are all
good for the birds. It is best, however,
to cook the majority of them, except
cabbage or mangels. When cooked it is
best to cut them up very fine, in which
form they may be fed either dry or mixed
into the mash. Cut clover or alfalfa hay
may be fed dry in liberal
but ordinarily there is a big' waste in
feeding such vegetables as potatoes, beats
and the like in the winter other than in

the mash,

Wherever it 1i1s possible the . houses
should be Dbuilt facing the south, as this
will permit the greatest amount of sun-
light, particularly during the . winter
monthg: After much:. experiment = upon
the part of well-known Dbreeders, it has
been found that the fowls keep healthier
if kept in the open-front style of house
than in tigibtly closed coops. With the
southern exposure open and the house
built ‘so as to keep out all drafts the
birds will get a sufficient amount of pure

fresh air, and then again the greatest !

amount of sunshine will be admited into
all parts of the house during the winter
months when it is so essential to the
health of the fowls. MThis will also tend
to keep the house dry inside, which,
above all things, is desirable. Foul damp
houses will keep the birds out of condi-
tion and in a general unhealthy state.
Proper ventilation is essential, but this
does not mean drafts, so by, all means
avoid them.

If it is thought that the open front is
too cold at night, or in extremely bad
weather, a3 muslin curtain may be so ar-
ranged that it can be dropped while the
birds are at roost.

There is much to be said regarding the
colony plan of poultry-house. This method
of housing poultry has many advantages
over the single house method and can b€
adopted on most farms, thus doing away
with tainted runaways.

In constructing the - interior of the
poultry-house speeial care and attention
should be given the subject, as much
time -and - labor depends upon the con-
venience,of the construction, to say noth-
ing of the comfort and health of the
fowls. Most persons raising chickens,
particularly farmers, make the mistake of
constructing the roests on the incline
after the style of a ladder. This should
not be done, but instead have them all on
the same level. Saplings with the knots
trimmed off do not make good roosts, hut
2x2 scantlings, with the upper edges
rounded. do. Round the edges- for the
convenience of the fowl. Construct a

I'he beginner in the raising ol poulfry
has many thing with which to contend
and ordinarily makes. many mistakes of a
serlous nature and Dbecomes discouraged.
perhaps glving it - up entirely. This
not the only business, however, in which
has trouble, for adversity
seems to be a part of the successful man’s
career. _

The Dbiggest mistake that the -novice
in the poultry business generally makes is
that of starting in on too large a scale
before having acquired at least g little
knowledge of poultry culture. IFew begin-
ners are content to start at the bottom
and learn the business as they climb to-
ward the top. The method is too slow for
them. If favored with sufficient capital
they will rush headlong into the business
by purchasing a traet of ground, equip-
ping it and then stocking it with g large
guantity of fowlg only to find out their
mistake when failure comes, as it often

does. When their hopes of realizing a
business have been
blighted they discourage the more con-
servative beginner by ridiculing the idea
that there is any money in 1it.

Yes, there is money in this as well as
in any other pursuit if started and run
on the proper basis; otherwise there is
not. Kxperience is the keynote to success
and the man who starts out with a small

and experience as he increases his flocks
will ultimately succeed.

There are many other things, however,
that might be classed as mistakes of the
beginner, which also lead to failure. Some
of these may be summed up as follows:
Acquiring too much land; buildings too
widely scattered, which means unneces-
labor ; unsuitableness of  the Dhreed
selected for their intended purpose; un-
csanitary houses ; too frequent a change in
the Dbill of fare; neglecting the small de-
tails ; failure to cull out the unprofitable
and surplus stock and relying tooe much
on hired help.

To the above reasons for failure on the
part of the beginner may well be added
that of acquiring knowledge too fast. After
the average beginner passes the flrst year
of "his career as a Dbreeder with fairly
good success he frequently gets the idea
that he knows the game in all its details.
Just here is where he errs. There is al-
ways: something new turning up in the
business and Dbreeders who have spent
many yvears among the chickens are al-
ways ready- to say they have still much
to learn.

Poultry Pointers

For canker in fowls, the following
remedy is recommended: Mix 12 drops
carbolic acid, 1 teaspoonful laudanum,
10 cents’ worth sugar of lead, 5 cents’
worth sulphate of zinc and 1 pint of
water: shake well. Open up the nostrils
with a broom straw, and with a small
alass syringe inject into them the mix-
ture, three times a day, and put eight to
ten drops in the mouth. Feed soft bran

and give plenty of water. ;

Poorly dressed poultry goes begging
in the market, while the supply of choice,
fancy  stock' is not sufficlent to meet
the demand. In shipping to market all
dressed poultry should be asserted ac-
cording to size and color, in order to
secure the best returns. Small, poor,
scraggy birds, half dressed, bring prices
in proportion.

A ‘“large roaster’ means a plump, soft
chicken of four or five pounds weight,
The broiler weight in March is one and
one-quarter pounds each; in April, one
and one-half pounds; in May, one and
one-quarter pounds to two pounds. Old
cock birds have a special classification
and do not come under the
“large roasting’” fowls.

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PICKING SITE
IMPORTANT TO
THE BEGINNER

House and Fixtures Should
- Be Considered for
Convenience.

In ‘going into the business of raising
poultry for any purpose whatever, a point
always to be considered is the selection
of a site suitable and the building of
houses and the selection of fixtures that
will add to the comfort of the fowls and
at the same time be convenient for the
attendant.

The selection of a site is possibly the
most important. Avoid ground that is in-

fected with parasites which prove a detri-|

ment to the birds and cause the breeder
time, worry and money to eradicate.

A dry, porous soil, such as sand or
gravelly loam is by far more preferable
than a clay soil. If g site similar to the
former is chosen there is less chance for
unhealthy fowls, provided, however, rea-
sonable care and attention is given them

floor and make a form to sit on this and
to hold the roosts, so that they can be
removed at will to allow for cleaning.
The roosts should be about six inches
above the dropping board. The nests
may be placed in any convenient part of
the coop or under the dropping board,
with the entrance from the rear. This
makes them dark and secluded and pre-
ferable to the hen. It also reduces the
chances for the detestable habit of egg-
eating. No matter where the nests are
placed, however, they should be so ar-
ranged as to be easily removed.

The floor space should be covered to
the depth of about six or eight inches,
with a good, light scratching material
for the fowls to work over. Particularly
is this necessary if a scratchng shed
cannot be provided.

| SIMPLE METHOD

'FOR SUPPLYING
FRESH WATER

Device' Can Be Constructed
at Small Cost to Give
Satisfaction.

L

One of the difficult problems of the
poultryman is how to provide pure, fresh
water for his fowls. Many patent foun-
tains which are on the market are auto-
matic and keep before the fowls a cer-
tain quantity. Under certain conditions
these fountains serve an admirable pur-
pose. Under more adverse conditions
many of these fall to give satisfaction
for the simple reason that it is impossi-
ble to keep them clean.

If fowls were fed only whole grain and
the weather was always cool, it would
be a comparatively easy matter to pro-
vide satisfactory automatic drinking foun-
tains, but as soft food forms a consider-
able portion of the diet for laying hens
and fattening fowls, these fountains are
necessarily more or less fouled and in

‘warm weather soon become unfit for use

as drinking fountains on account of the
tainted water and disagreeable odor.

A somple, wholesome arrangement may
be made as follows: Place an ordinary
milk pan on a block or shallow box, the
top of which shall be four or five inches
from the floor. The water or milk to be
drunk by the fowl is to be placed in thls
pan. - -

Over the pan is placed a board cover
supported on pieces of lath about eight
inches long, nailed to the cover 8o that
they are about two inches apart, the
lower ends resting upon the box which
fermg the support of the pan.

In order to drink from the pan it will
be necessary for the fowls to insert thelr
healls between these strips of lath. The
cover over the pan and the strips of lath
at the sides prevents the fowl from foul-
ing the water in any manner, except in
the act of drinking.

Where drinking pans of this kind are
used, it is very easy to cleanse and scald
with hot water as occasion demands.

This arrangement can be carried a lit-
tle further by placing a pan, or what
would be still better, a long narrow dish,
something like a tin bread tray, on a
low shelf a few inches from the fioor,
and hinging’ the cover to one side of the
poultry-housé so that it can be tipped up
in front for the removal of the dish or
for filling it with water.
