For Alternative For
~ Gasoline.

Seriously alarmed at the increasing cost
of gasoline, the International Assoclation
of Recognized Automobile Clubs, of
Prance, has decided, on the proposal of
Rene de Knyff, to offer a prize of $100,-

000 for the best alternative fuel for use
in existing internal-combustion motors,
'The regulations of the competition will

be made public when a promise has been
obtained from the governments of the in-

terested countrieg that the new fuel will
be either free from taxatidn or admitted
at a very low/fixed tax. The fuel must
be available in big quantities, and must
be of such a nature that it cannot be
monopolized by trusts. The countries rep-
resented in the International Assoclation
are France, Great Britain, Germany, Aus-
tria, Belgium, Denmark, Holland, Hun-
gary, Italy, Russia, Switzerland, Sweden,
Egypt, Roumania and the United Btates.

The governor of Wisconsin has reached
the conclusion that the proper theory of
taxing motor cars is on the basig of the
effect thelr use and operation may resulf
in by reason of wear and tear on roads.
Thus, he suggests, in a message to the
state legislature, that the present unl.
form  license fee of $5 per car per year
be changed so that owners be required
to pay a fee based on the weight or
the lightest carg to pay a
minimum and the heaviest and highest
powered cars to pay a maximum fee. The
proceeds of thisz tax, the governor says,
shoudd accrue to the state highway fund,
instead of being parcelled out pro rata
to counties as at present, so there may
be more intelligent and efficient work in
the direction of constructing and main-
taining lines of trafiic in continuity, to
connect the principal villages and cities
of the state and eventually result in a
system of state highways. .The employ-
ment of Wisconsin convicts in the build-
ing of permanent highways is also ur-
gently advocated by the governor.

During the past summer 6,500 motor
tractors have been breaking new land for
crops next year in the Canadian west.
