SHORT-DISTANCE RULE PUTS
NAVY IN BAD FIX.

University of Pennsylvania Is Only
Institution That Has Agreed to
Send a First Crew to Annapolis
Because of All Races by the Mid-
dies Being Limited to the Henley

Distance.

Annapolis, February 9..—No  subject
connected with athletics 18 being conside

l ered more seriously at present than the

future of rowing. By an order of Super-
intendent Gibbons, approved by the Navy
Department, all races in which the Mid-
shipmen crews engage are limited to the
Henley «listance of one mile and five-
sixteenths, and much doubt is felt if

 enough races can be arranged with crews
 of the leading rowing institutions to keep
up the interest in the sport at the acad-

emy. 5o far this year, the University of
Penngylvania is the only institution that
has agreed to send g first crew to Annap-
olis.. Negotiations are still pending with
the managements of other important col-
lege crews, but it is quite possible that
no more races will be secured.

Though a large element of officers of
the Navy has in years gone by arraved

itself against rowing as a sport at the

academy, the late\st move is in no way

' an effect of any action on their part, but

is more in furtherance of the well-known
views  of Surgeon General! Stokes, who
has for years opposed rowing racesg, or
at least favors their limitation to short
courses, The curtailing of the races to
the Henley distance is looked upon as a
compromise, though many of the advo-
cates of the sport fear that it will be
followed in a few years by the entire
abolition of rowing in races as a sport
at the academy.

In years gone by opposition to rowing
at the Naval Academy sprang glmost en-
tirely from officers who were interested
in football to the exclusion of everything

 else. Some of these believed that rowing

had a tendency to make the oarsman
slow and thus unfit him for football. Con-
sequently pressure was put upon available
men to keep them off the rowing squad,
and in many cases they were advised to
take up other branches of gport in the
spring, such as fleld and track cor la-
crosse. Up to the last half dozen Vears
thig caused a serious handicap to the
Crew,

The crew, however, under the tutelage
of Richard Glendon, for a number of years
past has Deen most successful and the
prejudice agalnst rowing has been gradual-
ly overcome. Many of the stars of the
football team in past years have also
been crew men, and the most careful in-
vestigation ‘cannot reveal that their foot-
ball work has suffered. In the last 10
yvears there have been just 28 members
of the football team who were during the
same year members of one of the geademy
crews. This remarkable fact is regarded
a8 xrather an indication that the work on
the crew develops the same qualities that
make good football players.

It had become well demonstrated that
many of the football men turned natural-
ly to rowing in the spring, while the
football coaches looked to the material de-
veloped on the rowing squad, that up to
about two years ago almost nothing was
heard which indicated that rowing was to
be curtailed in any way. Glendon’s crews
kept winning a very large proportion of
their races, and the service had become
very proud of the showing of the academy
crews. In the last two years, particular-
ly, football lines had been practically made
up of the rowing men, and while the
general opposition of Surgeon General
Stokes was known, it was believed that it

| would hardly prevail against the strong

general sentiment in the service, particu-
larly as his opposition was known to ex-
tend to most competitive sports.

The action of the authorities in limiting
the races to a distance which will be sure
to decrease interest In rowing was, there-
fore, very unexpected, and is generally
regretted by those interested in rowing.
It is hoped very strongly that a®ion may
soon be taken that will put rowing on thse
old basis.

Case of Well-known Manager of
Pugilists Takes Place on Tues-
day—Charges Veteran With Be-
ing Implicated in Several Ques-
tionable Batties — Hopes to Ar-

range Match With Johnson.

London, February 9.--Tom O'Rourke,
the well-known American fighting pro-
moter and manager, and Al Palzer, his
White Hope, arrived in London today.
O’Rourke declared that he intends 1o
make an effort to complete arrangements
for a match between Palzer and Jack
Johnson, to take place at the Cirquee de
Paris, in Paris, before returning to Amer-
ica, but he admitted that his real purpose
for coming geross the Atlantic was to
personally prosecute his suit for libel
against the weekly sporting paper called
Boxing. |

The case comes to trial next Tuesday,
February 11. The alleged libel charges
the veteran fight manager with being im-
plicated in a number of questionable
transactions having to do with the de-
ciding as to who would be the winner of
a big boxing contest, in which one of his
fighters was to be a principal, before the
battle was fought, often sacrificing his
own man to the betterment eof his,
O’'Rourke’s pocketbook.

O’Rourke indignantly denieg all these
charges, declaring that if they were true
he would not be fit to associate with
honorable sporting men.

Boxing enthusiasts on both sides of the
Atlantic are watching the case with in-
terest. O’Rourke has been known as a
handler of champlons for years, and for
that reason alone, is one of the biggest
figures in the game. At one time or an-
other duirng his long career O’Rourke has .
managed such men as George Dixon, Joe
Wolcott, Kid Lavigne and Tom Sharkey.

The defendants assert that the words
complained of are true in substance and
fact. They cite the following cases of

| O'Rourke’s alleged dishonest dealings:

“When Joe Wolcott fought Kid Lavigpe
at the National Sporting Club of §an
Francisco, in October, 1897, the plaintiff
made a secret agreement with the referee
whereby Wolcott was to lose and the
plaintiff placed his bets against Wolcott.
O’Rourke, acting as manager for Tom
Sharkey, in November, 1898 made an ar-
rangement, unknown to Sharkey, where-
by the later was to win his bout with
Jim Corbett, and O’Rourke bet heavily
on Sharkey, He made a simllar arrange-
ment in the Sharkey-Kid McCoy fight at
the Lenox Club, New York, 1899,

O’Rourke contends that unless the de-
fendants can prove these charges he is
entitled to heavy damages for defamation
of character.

Philadelphia, February 9.—Charles Wil-
liams, of . London, champion racquet
player of the world, has accepted the
challenge of Jack Soutar, of this city,.
according to an announcement made to-
night by W. T. Huhn, chairman of the
Racquet Club’s athletic committee, Mr.
Huhn has recelved a letter from Wil-
lianms agreeing to-meet Soutar in a series
of matches for $2,500 a side and the title.
Ag titleholder Williams insists that the
first match be playged in London, but
will play. the second contest at the
Racquet Club in this city. Members of
the Racquet Club who are backing Sou-
tar, the elub’s professional, gre willing
to abide by those conditions. _Efforts
will be made to fix upon the date in
the near future.
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
