15 or 20 years.

Whatever may be the truth of these
reports so far as imminent financing is
concerned by the Pennsylvanla, neverthe-
less the situation in which the manage-
ment of this railroad now finds itself il-
lustrates some features of the presuma-
ble very heavy demand for new capital
which will be made within a few years
by the leading rallroad companies of the
United States.

Few Consolidations Likely.

The prevailing impression here is that
the day of stupendous railway consolida-
tions is past. IEven though Newman Erb
may carry out what was presumably the
purpose of the late Edwin Hawley—to
create by combination and consolidation
a single railway system with one termi-
nal upon the Canadian border and the
other at the Gulf of Mexico—still this
will be no more than-an attempt to con-
summate 'a purpose which, originated
some years ago.

The extension of the St. Paul system
to the Pacific Coast is probably the last,
at least for many years, of new trans-
continental railway construction. In New
England there doubtless will be ultimate
congolidation, direct or indirect, of the
two great railway systems of that sec-
tion, the New Haven and the Boston and
Maine. This, however, has been under
way for some time, and those who are
best informed are inclined to think that

| imperative economic laws will make such

consolidation inevitable in fact, as well
&8 Iin name, '

Aside from these present instances of
consolidating or merging plans there ap-
pears to be nothing in the railway world
in the United States which hints at new
efforts in line with those of the collos-
sal work done by E. H. Harriman. The
reported purpose of the directors of the
Pennsylvania Company to perfect a new
and large plan for future financing re-
flects not any disposition to buy into
other railroad properties or to bring
within the Pennsylvania family new
lines. It presumably reflects the results

of careful study which that management ;

has given to the industrial and agricul-

tural growth, not merely of the regions

which the Pennsylvania penetrates, but
of the entire United States. And if the
vista of a future now not distant con-
tains a picture of this kind for the eyes
of the Pennsylvania management, it
vould also contain a like picture for the
other great railway systems of the coun-
try.

The Management of the Future.

During the administration of that giant
intellect of railway management, the late
A. J. Cassatt, it was reported in this
city - that Mr. Cassatt was inclined to
the opinion that the industrial develop-
ment of some potrions of' the country
which the Pennsylvania serves had al-
most reached its maximum, but that
there were to be other developments
which would entail vastly increased fa-
cilities for service by the Pennsylvania.
These would have to be provided for by
the raising of new capital.

Many persons have wondered why
President Cassatt deemed it expedient to
venture upon the courageous undertak-
ing which involved the construction of
tunnels under the Hudson and a monu-
mental terminal in Manhattan. Some
actuaries have figured out, as they
thought, that the business offered at this
terminal and carried through the tunnels
would not begin to pay the interest upon
the cost of construction, These statisti-
cians did not realize that Mr. Cassatt’s
vista revealed to him a future whose
business, if the Pennsylvania could cap-
ture it, would far more than justify the
great cost of the tunnels and the termi-
nals in Manhattan and the Queens Bor-
ough,

Mr. Cassatt foresaw the vast develop-
ment of Long Island as a manufacturing
He contemplated actual physical
connection with New England. which is
soon to be ‘accomplished through co-
operation with the New Haven system,
He knew that at the wharves of the sugar
refineries in Brooklyn freight traffic, at
least 10 years ago, was greater than that
created by the flour mills in Minneapolis.
He was looking for the vast currents of

1ﬂrmugh business between the South and

Southwest, - with Manhattan and with
New IKngland.

Doubtless the present management of
the Pennsylvania foresees what the
future bas to offer through the Pennsyl-
vania system in other sections than those
bounded by confines of New York city.
(Great transportation between the South
and HKastern coast is inevitable, espe-
cially after the Panama Canal is built.
T'he traffic to and from the Mississippi
Valley will surely be enormously in-
creased. In order conveniently and eco-
nomically to handle this traffic the
Penngylvania Company must invest large
amounts of new capital, otherwise con-
gestion and consequent paralysis of busi-
are inevitable, Presumably large
amounts of money are needed' for per-
fecting the terminals of the Pennsylvania
at Philadelphia. This need is, however,
no greater relatively in Philadelphia than
It is in the other leading railway centers
of the United States. Notwithstanding
the fact that since the beginning of the
present century the authborized stock
capitalization of the Pennsylvania Com-
pany has increased from 250 millions to
600 millions, yet it is’ now possible to
demonstrate by unimpeachable statistics
that this great increase has been justified
and that its value is fully represented in
the Pennsylvania Railroad Company’s
condition,

So Also With Other Roads.

But if the Pennsylvania Company is
able to make a demonstration
kKind, it is reasonable to presume that
every one of the great railway systems of
the United States which have invested
large amounts of new capital in their
nroperties since the year 1900 has found
this investment fully justified.

The ablest railway managers of the
country, however, believe that these in-
vestmellts are only a beginning. There-
fore it is presumed that if unfavorable
factors, political or legislative, be elimi-
nated, the railroads of the United States
will very likely before the end of Presi-
dent Wilson's administration approach
the markets for vast amounts of new
capital. James J. IHill is reported to have

' said that at least five billions are needed.

' At the dinner given in honor of Presi-

dent Rea, of the Pennsylvania, in this
city a few days ago, informal conversa-
tion between some of the railway presi-
dents who were there indicated their be-
lief that Mr. Hill’'s figures, if out of the
wayv at all, are too small.

Kverything points, therefore, to a great
demand by the leading railways of the

of this:

country for new capital within the next
four or five vears. This capital is not fo
be used to buy other railroad lines or
the stock of other roads to seek com-
munity of interest. It is not to be em-
ployed in any Kkind of exploitation
railway systems upon speculative lines.
It is to be used in good faith in perfect-
ing terminals, increasing trackage, pro-
viding adequate /equipment, perfecting
roadbeds, eliminating grades and build-
ing economical tangents.

In fhe next four or five vears there will
be little or no promotion of new indus-
trial combinations. Apparently the day
for that sort of thing has ended, and for
that reason the railroads may with all
the more confidence rely upon securing
new capital. These consgiderations oc-
curred to some of these in this city who
closely watch the course of eveunts” after
they read the report that the ’ennsyl-
vania Railway management 1s now con-
templating the perfecting of highly im-
portant financing on a scale of magni-
tude.
