ISSUE READY ON MONDAY

SYndicate Will Proceed With' Sale

of Securities Amounting to $63,-
250,000 — Chief Counsel Bruce

Wins Points in Contention Over]

Form of Order Authorizing Bonds.

Commission Does Not Bow to

Judge Gorter’s Decision.

After lengthy conferences between
members of the Public Service Commis-
gion and their counsel, W. Cabell Bruce

and Albert C. Ritchie on one side, and
Hugh L. Bond, Jr., chief counsel of the
Baltimore and Ohio Rallroad, and Edwin
G. Baetjer, representing the underwriting

syndicate to dispose of bonds to be is-
sued by the Baltimore and Ohlo, the
commisgsion yesterday approved an order

authorizing the company to Issue and
sell for cash, upon the terms set forth

in the company’s application, its 20-year
41, per cent. convertible gold bonds to
the amount of $63,250,000, bearing inter-

est at the rate of 414 per cent, per an-
num, to be issued under a trust indent-

ure with the Central Trust Company of
New York, trustee.

“And the sald company is further au-
thorized,” continues the order, ‘“to 1issue
from time to time its common capital
stock to an aggregate amount not to ex-
ceed $57,500,000 in conversion of said
20-year 4146 per cent. convertible gold
bonds as in sald bonds and trust indent-
ure provided; _

“Also that on or before the expiration
of each period of six months from the
date hereof and at such other times as
may hereafter from time to time be pre-
scribed by this commission, the /said
