Paterson, N. J., February 28.—The sllk
weavers and dyers on strike announced
today that they have retained Congress-
man-elect Alvin Smith to apply to the
New Jersey Supreme Court for an in-
junction restraining the Paterson police
from interfering with speeches and
demonstrations. The strike sympathizers
who employed Mr. Smith are John Luth-
ringer, who was the Sociallst party can-
didate for Congress last fall, and Wilson
B. Killenbeck, who as Socialist ecandi-
date opposed Woodrow Wilson for gov-
ernor.

The police ' today confiscated
copies of a weekly paper published here.
The paper contained ‘“‘articies libellous
and incendiary in character.”

The first step toward settling the
strike was taken by manufacturers own-
ing the shops affected. Negotiations were
begun looking toward a compromise of
the striker’s demands.
