Everything is now ready for the inaugu-
ration of President-elect Wilson. All the
gtands have been completed and today
they were decorated, white and green be-
ing the prevailing colors. The American
flag forms, however, the decoration wher-
ever any attempt at elaborate decorations
has been made. The streets are already
crowded and there ig every indication that
the predictions of the presence in Wash-
ington of half a million persons on Tues-
day, is not an exaggeration. Even yester-
day the city took on the martial aspect
that will be the prevailing feature of the
inauguration, for a body of cadets from

Marshall and Speaker Clark and the gov-
ernors of several states will also be there,
go that the inauguration will not pass off
entirely without a ball. The class of '7T9

An entertaining feature of the ‘inaugu-
ration is the presence in the city of some
700 special policemen, who wear a police
badge, but are otherwise merely orna-
mental. With great forethought most
of them are provided with an escort of
the regular force so that they may not
be lost in the crowd.

Immediately the
new Chief Executive will deliver his in-
augural address, and though a large
majority of the throng on and about the
stands probably will be unable to hear
a word that the President says because
of the distance, he wlill be accorded the
most respectful attention.

The new President, the twenty-eigQth
in line, will hurry from the Capitol as
soon as the address has been concluded
and’ the last cheer has died away. Ae-

THE GREAT PARADE.

The parade promises to be both im-
pressive and brilliant. Major General

Leonard Wood, the chief of staff of the
regular army, has made the most care-
ful preparations for a display of the
armed froces of both the regular estab-
lishment and of the pational guards
which will be worthy eof the occasion.

The first division will be composed of

regulars of the army, infantry, cavalry
and artillery, and it will include that
peerless body of young soldiers, the West
Point cadets: then will come thousands

and regiments of marines, together with
the batallion of midshipmen from the

Naval Academy, the best-drilled corps in |

the country. The cadets, like the mid-
shipmen, will have a busy day of it, for

they will arrive in Washington on Tues-

day morning on special trains and will
be whisked out of town and back to
the parade is
