A move that may mean big things for
Baltimore trade when the Panama Canal
is opened was made yesterday, when the
Royal Mait Steam Packet Company, of
London, England, commissioned Robert

pany has never before had an office in
Baltimore, and the opening of one at this
time is believed to full of signifi-
cance, inasmuch as the Royal Mail Com-
pany is ‘one of the largest of its kind
dealing almost - exclusively 1in South
American trade.

The next new money to be issued will
be bank notes somewhat smaller than
those now in use. These are said to be
about the size of the Australian notes.
While the changed dimensions will not
affect the general public they will handi-
cap the bank teller for a time, as he has
been accustomed to the larger paper.
The object in reducing the size is to
economize on paper, the government ex-
pecting to effect a saving that will
amount to thousands of dollars.
