Mr. Bolgiano was 77 years old, having
been born in Baltimore on December 6,
1835. He was the son of John and
Hannah Ault Bolgiano. Having finished
hig education in the public schools of this
city, Mr. Bolgiano entered the seed estab-
lishment founded by his father.
years later he was taken in the firm. At
an early age he married Miss Mary Eliza-
beth Walton, who was a member of the
well-known Annapolis family of that
name. She died in 1893.
retired from active business about 15
Yvears ago, turning his business over to
{wo sons, who now conduct it.

Prominent as Financier.

As a financier Mr. Bolgiano was asso-
clated with many of the most prominent
@inanciers of this country. For many

years, and until the time of his death, |

he was a director of the Fidelity and
Deposit Company, the Fidelity Trust
Company and the Security Storage and
Trust. Company. Owing to his failing
health he recently resigned as a director
of the Maryland Casualty Company and
the National Howard Bank.

A few years before the consolidation
of the United Railways Mr. Bolgiano was
vice president of the York Road Street
Railway Company and the Citizens’ Rail-
way Company. At the time of his death

he was a director of the Free Summer |

Iixcursions. He was presiding officer of
the Seed Trade Association of the United
wtates and Canada, of which organization
he was a charter member. He was a life
member of Union Lodge, No. 60, A. F.
and A. M. |

Though his business cares were strenu-
ous, Mr. Bolgiano was active in church
work. He was the organizer of Green-
mount  Methodist Episcopal Chureh,
which after flourishing many years was
compelled to close itg doors a short time
ago. During the early life of the church
he was superintendent of the Sunday
school and took an active part in the
workings of the church. After many
vears of service at the &Greenmount
(bhurch he transferred his membership
to the Waverly Church. There he served
as superintendent of the Sunday school
for 20 years. Failing health induced him
te resign.

A. were talked of in Baltimore, My,
Bolgiano was one of the first prominent
¢itizens to back- the proposition. He
worked hard, and when the assoclation
was formed he was a charter member.
A few yvears later he was elected the
second president, in which position he
gserved for many years. e

About that time Mr. Bolgiano studied
in a minor way for the ministry. He
was recelved into the Baltimore confer-
ence as a local preacher, but never did
any active work, although he always
took an active part in the yearly con-
ferences of the church and was loved
bv all of the members.

Mr. Bolgiano is survived by a daughter
(Mrs. Flora Joyce) and five sons (John,
Frank W., Dr. Walton, Roland and
Charles J. Bolgiano), a sister (Mrs.
('harles J. Taylor), also survives.

John Blackstrom Had Said He Was |

Tired of Life.

Believed to have carried out his threat
at self-destruction which he made to
several friends on the last day he was
gteen alive, the body of John Blacktsrom,
a Swedish sailor, was found floating in
the harbor off Gibson’s wharf, foot of
Fell street, yesterday morning, by
Charles Hoyt, 717 South Durham street.
The body was taken to the Morgue by
the police boat Lannan.
after making an investigation, issued a
certificate of death due to drowning and
possible suicide.

Although the police are making an in-
vestigation, up to a late hour last night
they had net succeeded in locating any-
one ‘who could throw any light on the
matter. Whether the man took his own
life or met death by accident may prob-
ably never be known. As far as is known
the man has no relatives living in this
country. From papers found in the pock-
ets of the drowned man it was learned
that he had been following the water for
Inany years. He first joined the crew of
the steamer Sunbeam in 1899 as a sea-
man. Since then he had been on a num-
ber of ocean-going steamships.

His last place of employment was on
Lightship No. 71, He went on the ship
as a4 seaman on July 12, 1912, and was
discharged at his own request September
30 of the same year. Since then he had
been boarding at the lodging-house at 730
South = Broadway, conducted by Max
Schnelder.

“T could hear the stevedores at work
unloading the ship, and, finally, tiring
of my position, I crept out, and the
first person I saw wag one of the sailors
who promised to help me ashore unob-
served. He told me that the police
and detectives were after me, but that
he ‘could fix it all alright if I would
give him what money and rings I had,
which proposition I refused.”

Von Heine is the son of a retired mer-
chant in Germany, is well connected and
educated and wore fashionably cut
clothes., He was greatly relieved when
he was told by Commissioner of Immi-
gration Stump that there was no 1im-
pediment in the way of landing.

The deserting seaman Noffke who, it i8
alleged by Von Heine, got off with part
of his wearing apparel, has not been lo-
cated, but search for the man is being
made by the officials of the steamship
company.

Fletcher, of the Cathedral, delivered the
invocation, which was followed by ad-
dresses by Rev. Kenneth G. Murray, pas-
tor of Fayette Street Methodist Episco-
pal Church; Judge T. J. C. Willilams, of
the Juvenile Court, and Dr, R. P. Win-
terode, superintendent of the Crownsville

Asylum.

Dr. Murray made a strong plea for the
elimination of the white slave traffic
from Baltimore and. the nation and he
teld of the conditions locally. His sub-
ject was The Relation of Mental Health
to Vice and Immorality. Judge Williams
in his speech declared that moving-ple-
tures doubtless caused a great deal of
crime, but they can be made a weapon
for much good, said he. In speaking of
conditions in the slums of the city he as-
serted  that the various schoolhouses
should be used by the people in their
vicinity as clubhouses when they are not
otherwise being utilized, a sentiment
which was heartily applauded.
