here today charging the $80,000,000 com-
bination with entering ceonspiracies and
eontracts to destroy competition in viola-
tion of the Sherman law. It is alleged
to bave kept the prices of corn products
at 'unreasonably loew figures to harass
and discourage independent manufac-
tureérs. Y
Controlling 66 per cent. of the entire
American production of starch and glu-
coseé and 8O per cent. of the interstate
trade in mixed syrups, the alleged trust
is charged with fixing re-sale prices;
with manufacturing cheap grade candy
at unreasonably low prices in retaliation
against confectioners who buy starch
and glucose from Iindependents,
practically suppressing the

quoting low prices on its own syrups,
and with unlawful threats and econtracis
to destroycompetition.

Aside from dissolution, the government
asks for an injunction prohibiting the
alleged restraint of trade. The sult re-
calls the long drawn-out fight between
the . Department of Agriculture and the
(C‘orn Products Refining Company oOver
the branding of its corn syrup. * .

' SUPPRESSED COMPETITION.

When the Royal Baking Powder Com-
pany acquired control of ‘the American
Maize Products Company the defendant
combination, it is alleged, threatened 1o
engage in the making of baking powder,
resulting in an agreement whereby the
maize company sold to the defendant the
gurplus produet not consumed by the
baking powder company. .

To suppress competition the combina-
tion is alleged to have employed the firm
of Stein, Hirsh & Co. in 1908 and 1909
to sell glucose at low prices as independ-
ent manufacturers. When the National
Candy Company organized in 1906 the

linton Sugar Refining Company, whose
output would come in competition with
that of the Corn Products Refining Com-
pany, the latter, the bill says, informed
the candy manufacturers throughout the
scountry that unless they bought a suf-
ficient percentage of the glucose they
needed from the defendant combination,
it would go into the candy business itself
in competition with them.  In conse-
quence, it is alleged, the Corn Products
Refining Company acquired control of
the Novelty Candy Company to retaliate
against the National Candy Company and
manufacturing confectioners purchasing
glucose from independents. '

OBTAINED ILLEGAL REBATES.

Until prohibited by the Iuterstate Com-
merce Commission the company is alleged
to have secured from railroads an exces-
aive share of the through rates on account
of its own switching lines, which was
alleged to amount to rebates.

K. 'T. Bedford, president of the Corn
Products Refining Company, issued here
today a statement commenting on the
government's suit in which he maintains
that the defendant concern has had only
a ‘‘“fair share’”’ of the country’s business
and has been a factor in reducing the cost
of lving. ‘“We state these facts,”’ he
savs, ‘“In the hope that our shareholders,
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particularly the small holders, may not
get unduly ‘alarmed in consequence of this
action and be induced to part with their
holdings at less than their value.

MThis company has8 only main-
tained its fair share of the Dbusiness
through its production of new products,
which have been of a kind and character
that have been of material advantage in
the reduced cost of living.”

HISTORY OF THE COMPANY.

The Corn Products Refining Company
was incorporated in February, 1906, as a
reorganization and c¢onsolidation of the
Corn Products Company, organized in
1902, the New York Glucose Company,
and other concerns engaged in the manu-
facture of corn syrup (glucose), starch,
and kindred products.

E. I'. Bedford, director of the Standard
Oil Company of New Jersey, is president
of the company, and several other Stan-
dard il men, including C. M. Pratt and
the late James A. Moffett, are named
among its directors. Its headquarters
until recently were in the same building
as those of the Standard Oil Company,
26 Broadway, but the latter company has
frequently disclaimed any. connection
with the Corn Products concern.

London, March 1.—The British Fed-
eration for the Emancipation of Women,
recently founded by Mr. W. Belcher, of
Surbiton, starts with an ambitious pro-
gram.

The distinctive point about the federa-
tion lles in the fact that it is nonparty

and” nonsectarian. Be a woman Roman
Catholic or Salvationist, Tory c¢r Demo-
crat, she will be- equally eligible for ad-
mittance into the training institute whicn
the federation proposes to found. 'The
only condition is that she must be healthy.

The primary objects of the federation
are:

To secure the abolifion of sweated fe-
male labor in all trades and industries,
and to obtain for all female labor a minil-
mum rate of wages.

To secure for women a reasonanle num-
ber of working hours per week and
healthy conditions.

To promote or assist in the promotion
of any scheme calculated to benefit any

section of female workers and secure for

women the parliamentary vote.

To asdist in returning to Parliament
any candidates - who will pledge them-
selves to support the object of the fed-
eration.

“We hope to establish an institate
where sweated women and girls can se-
cure a free rest or heliday,”” said Mr.
Belcher, “and where some of them might
be induced to accept a free training
which would fit them for domestic¢ service

and save them from -the bands of the
sweater and the terrible clutches' of the |

- “Further, we shall organize a series of
lecturey in all tewns throughout the coun.
try, with .cinematograph pictures illus-
trating the condition of various sweated
trades and occupations. |

‘‘Already we have a list of 5,000 sub-
scribers, among whom are many well-
inown people, and the council have no
doubt that when our objects and aims are
put before the public the sum of £50,000,
which we need to start, will speedily be
forthcoming.”’

than from M. Poincare, this type of all
that is best and most brilliant in the
F'rench national character.

Everybody feels that France is entering
upon a new era, now that at the head of
the republic there is a man who is not
only a warm-hearted patriot,

but also a great statesman and an ac-

complished man of the world, who will|

tower head and shoulders above all the
kings and princes it will be his duty to
receive at the Palais Elysees.

To celebrate the advent of this worthy
representative of rejuvenated and power-

ful France the people of Paris danced in |

every open square and dance hall in the
gay city until bright daylight Wednesday
morning and never have the police had an
easier time, though the crowds were enor-
mous, but everybody seemed determined
htat no unpleasant episode should mar
the general joy, and the rowdy element,
which we all know is ever with us, must
either have retreated to their hiding
places or taken part in the general merry-
making in the same spirit as the rest of
the people of Paris.

Will Not Follow Tradition.

The new President will not be hard at
work for a whole month at the Dalgis
Elysees, his predecessor, M. Fallieres, hav-

Immediately before Easter M. Poincare
will take a sheort wvacation,
presidents usually do at that time of the
year, but he will not follow the tradition
and go to Rambouillet, where the state
maintains a beautiful chateau and mag-
nificent game preserves for the president.

Instead .of inviting foreign diplomats
to share with him the joys of hunting at
Rambouillet, M. Poincare will retire to
Sampigny, in the Department of
Meuse, where he spent his early youﬁt
and where he is known to everybody. H#®
will be accompanied by Mme. Poinecare,
who will not take up her residence in

The Anti-liquor Movement.

In France, as in America, the organized
interests in defense of the liquor traffic
are extremely powerful, and though there
is muech talk of temperance legislation—
especially against the uses of absinthe
and distilled liquors (in France wine-
drinking, even to excess, is hardly re-
garded as alcoholism)-—the liquor interests
have hitherto been able to block any
effective legislation, |

But notwithstanding a growing tendency
to the abuse of its powers by the central
government the powers of the local com-
munes in France are more extensive than
perhaps in any other country of Europe,
and a mayor with a strong local senti-
ment behind him can do remarkable
things.

In 2 number of towns where municipal
government is in the hands of a socialist
majority active measures are in progress
to check the evils of the liquor trade.
Lafont, the well-known member of the
Socialist party, led the way at Firminy,
a mining town on the upper waters of
the Loire, of which he is mayor, with
an edict to limit the number of drinking
saloons to be opened in the town in the
future and to prohibit the use in these
places of curtains and opaque windows.
