MEN FROM BIG UNIVERSITIES
TO COME TOGETHER.

Tentative Plans Have Been Drawn
Up for Track and Field Games
Among Teams Representing Har-
vard and Yale and Oxford and
Cambridge — Only Disagreement
in Sight Is as to Date.

Cambridge, Mass., March 1.—Tentative
plang for an international intercollegiate
track and field meeting among joint
teams representing Harvard and Yale
and Oxford and Cambridge Universities

have been drawn up. These plans. which
have been agreed upon by the athletic
managements at the two American =wuni-
versities, are now being forwarded to
the English authorities.

The only disagreement now in sight 1is
as to the date of the proposed competi-
tions. The Harvard stadium, which is
to stage the national intercollegiate
championships on May 30-31, will be the
place of meeting, June 19 is the date
suggested by Harvard and Yale, but the
English authorities would prefer to come
here to compete during the first week in
July. Captain Cummings, of the Har-
vard track team, said today that he did
not anticipate much difiiculty over the
date.

Arrangements for financing the meet
are under way. although little has been
accomplished here, the English athletes
being assured of the necessary funds
through the proceeds of a dual meet
celebrating the fiftieth anniversary of
the Oxford-Cambridge L(}lllthltIO]lB,
which will be held this spring.

The agreement between Harvard and
Yale as to the details of the meet,
which will be submitted to Oxford and
Cambridge, embrace the following:

That there be 11 events instead of
nine, namely: The 100-yard dash, 400-
yvard dash, 120-yard hurdles, high jump.
broad judip, hammer throw, 880-yard run,
mile run, three-mile run, and two of the
following' three events-—EEO vard dash,
200-yard hurdles, or shot put. In ac-
! cordance with the English demands it
was agreed to change the two-mile run
to a thres-mile event. |
