o Came to an End, Overruled the
Démurrer of the Racing Commis-
sion Again'st Bill of Complaint
Filed by the Harford County
Agricultural and Mechanical Fair
Association.

®pecial Dispatech to The American,
Belair, Md., March 1.—After the hear-
ing in the bill of complaint proceedings

- of Harford County, against the Harford

! dates was fairly begun in- the Circuit
. Court here today, and was well on its
; way to a final disposition; former Attorney
 General William Shepard Bryan, of Bal-
. timore, ang one of the attorneys for
. the association, became indisposed, with
the result that the hearing came to a
sudden stop. After Judge Harlan had an-
nounced that he would postpone the re-
mainder of the hearing until next Friday,
Mr.  Bryan motored back to.Baltimore.
Mr. Bryan showed clearly by his man-

ner and physical appearance that he had |

not entirely recovered d{rom . hig recent
spell of illness and these facts were free-
ly commented upon by the peonle who
saw him in court today. Mr. Bryan ex-
plained that the strain incident to his
having been routed out of his' city bed
at 6 o'clock this morning by former Con-
gressman Harry B. Wolf, one of the Bal-
timoreans interested in the projected new
- racing track at Havre de Grace, to take
the 25-mile ride to Belair in an auto-
mobile and over a road by no means a
feather bed and his rushing into the legal
arguments in his case before the court
was too great and too severe,
The hearing had reaehed the point
where the court overruled the demurrer
of the commission, which endeavored to
set aside the bill 6f complaint on the
ground that so much of the act creating
the racing commission as provides ‘‘the
propriety of the commission in the grant-
ing or refusing of applications for license
for horse-racing in Harford county shall
be subject to review by the Circuit Court
‘of Harford County, upon a bill of equity
- filed for that purpose by any person, cor-
poration or association feeling aggrieved
