Test Out Infertile
Eggs for Good Hatchers

A very important item in gettin’g’
2ood hatches is to thoroughly test out
the “infertile eggs. Excellent egg test-
ers, with instructions as to use, are fur-
nished with moest incubators. These
| testers ean be placed on an ordinary
lamp, and the eggs are best tested at
night when the room is dark. The sixth
day of incubation is the best time for
the first testing. A good, strong germ
has the appearance of a spider in the
egg.. A blood circle adhering to the
shell denotes a dead germ; a perfectly
clear, as well as a cloudy, egg 1is 1nferq
tile and should be removed from the in-
cubator. These discarded eggs can be
saved and boiled to feed the young chicks
T e or they may be used for cooking pur-

Boiled pumpkins mixed with bran is
relished by the hens and helps to make
a bigger egg yield.

The chicks when hatched have full

Q. Please give remedy for diarrhoea in
old and young chickens? A |
A. Space at this time will not permit
a8 general handling of this subject, which
was discussed several weeks.ago,; but a
good preventative will be found by plac-
ing a little permanginate of potash in |
the drinking water, turning it a deep
pink in color. Charcoal should also be |
kept in front of the fowls at’ all times. !
A preventative is better than a cure, and
as this disease results in the death of |
many youngsters it is well to guard
against it. Put eight drops of medicated
carbolic.acig in every quart of drinking
water after it has been boiled and al-
iowed to cool. This is the best preventa-
tive for diarrhoea that can be found. It
may. also be used in water for the larger
birds, using 12 instead of eight drops.
