Under Mme, Poincare.
Special Cablegram to The American,

Paris, March 1.—There is much specu-
lation in Paris as to the character of the
social regime at the Elysee under Mme.
Poincare,- wife of the new president.

The First L.ady of Irance occupies a
rather anomalous position. She must re-
flect those middle-class qualities that ap-

peal to the people of the republic and, at
the same time, receive and entertain the
crown heads of Europe. The wives of
the former presidents of France were
women of vastly varying temperament
and character, but most of them acquit-
ted themselves with credit, especially
those who reflected the bourgeois atti-
tude,

Mnie. Poincare is an Italian woman of
rare intelligence, but is essentially a home
woman. Her husband was never a 8so-
ciety man and she has lived a life of
quiet ease with him in a small, private
hotel up to the time he became president.

She is, however, a woman of great re-
finement and of artistic taste, and the
probabilities are that her regime at the
Elysee will be made notable for its re-
fined elegance aand literary eclat.
