York. and it wound up with a 70-mile
gale which resulted in at least one death,
the serious injury of four others and a
great Jdeal of damage to shipping. The
day will go down in history as one of
the most fickle and changeable ones of
the vear, as far as weather conditions
g0, Rain, sunshine, snow, hail, thunder
and lightning, fair, mild and warm, as
if wafted in from a tropical climate, fol-

lowed by freezing conditions and a piere-
ing wind that penetrated to the marrow
and removed hats with impunity, were
among the many varieties handed out by
the weather man.

None knew and none could even guess
just what was to be expected the next
minute., Tt rained early in the day. then
the sun came out, and from that time on
changes came quickly.

Shortly after 2 o’clock the weather
settled, and while the sun came out and
made everything from the inside appear
bright and warm, on the outside a gale
bad sprung up and it increased in ve-
locity until at 5 o’clock lit raged at 70
miles an hour. In Gravesend, Sheeps-
bead, Little Neck and other bays a lhun-
dred small boats were torn from their
anchorage and either wrecked on the
shore or carried out to sea.

Kdna Hale. seven years, while with her
parents, who live on Henry street, Brook-
lyn, was blown from the Flatbush Ave-
nue Ilevated Railroad Station to the
pavement below and instantly killed.

Rose Iluchinsky, of FIortieth street,
Brooklyn. was suddenly blown from the
side of her brother in the platform of
the  Long Island Railroad Station at
Sixty-second  street. She was Dbadly
bruised and, one of her arms was
brokemn.

Charles D. Adams, 39 years old. 1a
cripple, was blown down in the street on
Seventh avenue, Manhattan, opposite the
Times Building, and before he could rise
was run over by an automobile, which
passed over the lower portion of his
body, badly crushing it. He was taken
to Bellevue Hospital, where it is said he
will not recover.

Miss Mary Koronetky, of One Hundred
and Ilightieth street, Manhattan, was hit
by a barrel which was blown from the
roof of a six-story building and badly
