JAILED FOR BITING CHILD

Four-year-old Daughter of Pris-
oner Displays Ugly Scars.
- Displaying two ugly scars on her
wrists and cheek, caused by her father’s
teeth, four-year-old Jilda Coponey, 33 Al-
bemarle street, mutely testified yester-
day morning before Justice Smith in the
Eastern Police Court to the cruelty

wrought upon her by her father be-
cause, it is said, she failed to kiss him
goodnight' two weeks ago. Found guilty

on the charge of assaulting and biting
flesh from his daughter’s body. Carmelo
Coponey was fined $1 and costs and sen-
tenced tgo four months in Jail.

After a rigid investigation of the case
Round Sergeant Arbin, Sergeant Roche
and Patrolman Cnllins, of the NFastern
district, testified that they had gleaned
from the mother of the child that the
father had resorted to this form of cor-
poral punishment when the child had dis-
pleased him. Coponey, who understands
little English, testified that he had bitten
his daughter because she had persgisted
in crossing the car tracks and placing
herself in danger of being run over.

Unable to understand what was going
on about her when brought to the stand
to testify, the little girl began to weep,
and timidly bared her little arm and
pointed to the ugly scar on her cheek.

Coponey’s arrest was due to informa-
tion received by Patrolman Collins, who
heard last wek that the child had been
brutally assaulted by her parent. His
information led to the investigation,
which resulted in Coponey’s arrest. When
the policement went to the house yester
day to take Coponey into custody they
found  the little girl toddling about the
house scautily clad and nursing wounds,
which had not received attention from a
physician.. 'With her father she was
taken to the station-house., After a hear-
ing she was removed to St. Joseph’s
Hospital In the ambulance.  She re-
mained at the institution.
