Head Waiter Overheard.

Edward Schmelar, the head waiter, who
speaks Italian, overheard the conversa-
tion between Count Marchesi and the
Italian from Philadelphia and when the
guest had left the dining-room he called
Count- Marchesi aside and asked him
about what he had overheard. -Coult
Marchesi at first denied that he was of
noble birth, but afterward admitted that
he was really an Italian nobleman and
had every right to the title of count.

“T am a member of one of the oldest
noblest families in Italy,” said Count
Marchesi last night. ‘“‘One of my at-
cestors was a marshal in the Italian
army that fought against Napoleon.
