Many of the Womeh in Tears Under the Jibes and Insults

of the Mob That Lined the Route—Police Utterly
Powerless and Troops Had to Be Called.
Mrs. Taft, Disgusted, Leaves

Reviewing Stand.

Washington, March 3.—Five thousand women., marching in the
woman suffrage pageant today, practically fought their way foot Dby
foot up Pennsylvania avenue, through a surging mob that completely
defied the'Washington police, swamped the marchers, and broke their
procession into little comipanies. The women, trudging stoutly along
under great difficulties, were able to complete their march only when

troops of cavalry from Fort Myer were rushed into Washington to take
charge of Pennsylvania avenue. No inauguration has ever produced
such scenes, which in many instances amounted to nothing less than
riots. J

Later, in Continental Hall, the women turned what was to have
been a suffrage demonstration‘into an indignation meeting, in which
the Washington police were roundly denounced for their inactivity, and
resolutions were passed calling upon President-elect Wilson _and the
incoming Congress to make an investigation and locate the résponsi-
bility for the indignities the marchers suffered.

HELEN KELLER EXHAUSTED.

Miss Helen Kel]'ér, the noted deaf and blind girl, was so exhausted
and unnerved by the experience in attempting to reach a grandstand
where she was to have been a guest of honor, that she was unable to
speak later at Continental Hall.

- The scenes which attended the entry of ‘‘General”’” Rosalie Jones
and her hikers on Thursday, when the bedraggled women had to fight
their way up Pennsylvania avenue, swamped by a mob with which a

few policemen struggled in vain, were repeated today, but upon a vastiy

larger scale. The marchers had to fight their way from the start and
took more than one hour in making the first 10 blocks. Many of the
women were in tears under the jibes and insults of the mob that lined
the route.

Although stout wire ropes had been stretched up and down the
length of Pennsylvania avenue, from the Peace Monument 'to the Mall
behind the White House, the enormous crowds that gathered early to
obtain points of vantage, overstepped them or crawled beneath. Appar-
ently no . effort: was made to driye. back the trespassers in the early

heurs, with the reault-t-ha-t when the parade started it faced at almost-

every hundred vards a solid wall of humanity.

WOMAN STRIKES HOODLUM.

On the whole it was a hostile crowd through which the women
marched. Miss Inez Milholland, herald of the procession, distinguished
hérself by aiding in riding down a mob that blocked the way and
threatened to disrupt the parade. Another woman member of the petti-
coat cavalry struck a hoodium a stinging blow across the face with her
riding crop in reply to a scurrilous remark as she was passing. The
mounted police rode hither and yon but seemed powerless to stem the
tide of humanity.

A group of hoodlums gathered in front of the reviewing stand, in
which sat Mrs. Taft and Miss Helen Taft and a half-dozen invited
guests from the White House. They Kkept up a running fire of caustic
comment. Apparently no effort was made to remove them, and, evi-
dently disgusted, the White House party left before the procession had
passed in its halting and interrupted journey toward Continental Hall,
where a mass meeting was held.

TABLEAUX AT TREASURY BUI LDING.

The tableaux on the steps of the Treasury Building, framed in the
great columns and the broad stairway of the government treasure
house, were begun when the parade started from its rendezvous at the
base of the Capitol. Beautiful in coloring and grouping, the dramatic
symbolization "of women's aspirations for political freedom was com-
pleted long before the head of the parade was in sight. In their thin
dresses and bare arms the performers waited, shivering, for more than
an hour, until finally they were forced to seek refuge within *the big
building. | |

Around the Treasury Department the crowds were massed so tightly
that repeated charges by the police were seemingly ineffective. It was
ag though the bluecoats charged a stone wall. Occasionally the mob
oave way in one place, only to break over and under the wire hedges

at some other.
4 CAVALRY CHARGES UNRULY MOB.

When the cavalry suddenly appeared there was a wild outburst of
applause in the reviewing stand. The men in brown virtually brushed
asidé the mounted and foot police and took charge. In two lines the
troop charged the crowds. Evidently realizing they would be ridden
down the mobs fought their way back. When they hesitated, the
caval;ymen, under the orders of thelr officers, did not hesitate. Their
horses were driven into the throngs and whirled and wheeled until
hooting men and women were forced to retreat. A space was quickly

o,

cleared.
The parade in itself, in spite of the delays, was a great success.

Passing through two walls of antagonistic humanity, the marchers for
the most part kept their temper. 'They suffered insult and closed their
cars to jibes and jeers. Few [faltered, although several of the older
women were forced to drop out from time to time,

The greatest ovation probably was given to “General” Rosalie Joneg,
‘who led her little band of hikers from New York over rough roads and
through snow and rain to march for the cause. “General” Jones was
radiant. She carried a great bunch of American Beauty roses, which

Between the i'ising and the setting of the sun tomorrow, the great
government of the United States, the greatest in the world, will pass
from control of the Republican party, after a possession of 16 years, to
the Democratic party, whose tenure of office is absolutely beyond the
prediction of the sagest of seers.

Not only will the Executive Department, which includes every sub-
department and thousands of minor offices, pass into possession of
Democrats, with all the power for good or bad which these offices
carry, but they will retain control of the House of Representatives by
an increased majorily and will take control of the Senate'by a narrow

‘majority.

The third branch of the government—the judicial—is presided over
by a former Confederate soldier from Louisiana, Chief Justice White.
There are other Democrats on the Supreme Bench where politics is
supposed never to have even a fleeting thought. | |

Woodrow Wilson will take the oath of office tomorrow under not
only most guspicious political conditions, but, thanks to President Taft
and to the Repuablican party, which 16 years ago rescued the country
from industrial stagnation, paralysis of credit and financial depression,
he will come into a splendid heritage, a prosperoug country, and, to
recall an old expression, “A full dinner pail.”

A RECORD OF ACHIEVEMENTS.

The record of achievements of the Republican party during the four
administrations just closing has never been equaled in American his-
tory, and that means it stands forth in the world’s history without a
successful challenge. | ‘ .

President Taft has been a greater part of these four administra-
tions than any man in as many administrations. Beginning with
President McKinley’s administration as Governor General of the Philip-
pine Islands, he became Secretary of War in the cabinet of President
Roosevelt, whom he succeeded in the White House. To the President
the American nation owes a debt of gratitude for his courageous stand
for the law and the Constitution, for his respect for American institu-
tions, for the rights of others, for the separation of the executive from
the other departments of the government, and for his rigid adherence
to the dignity and observation of the duties of his office. :

What an inspiration to Woodrow Wilson, an inspiration to equal
if not to surpass, this record of 16 years. Every opportunity awaits
him on the threshold of his administration to keep the wheels moving
and to add glory to the record already made.

Whether Woodrow Wilson will make his administration a success
will depend almost entirely upon his own efforts and conduct. He will
be sustained, at the outstart, at least, by majorities in both branches
of Congress heartily in sympathy, a sympathy which is warmed to the
point of enthusiasm by the flush of victory and by the prospective dis-
tribution of nearly five thousand offices within his gift and of his
cabinet and not tied up in the civil service. If President Wilson breaks
with Congress, it will be his fault, not that of Congress, and those who
are discarding today and peering into the future see unmistakable
evidence of differences and disagreements.

READY FOR THE BIG EVENT.

Nothing has been left undone to make the inaugural ceremonies
the most extensive and impressive in the history of the nation. The
city tonight was alive with enthusiasm, and thousands gaily paraded
the electrically emblazoned streets. Constantly-arriving throngs of
visitors, military organizations and marching clubs served to ‘Keep
excitement alive far into the night, the coming of Tammany Braves

from New York, their first invasion of Washington for 20 years, mark-
ing the climax of the preinaugural demonstration.

President-elect Wilson has reserved a few minutes tomorrow in
which to greet newspaper men of the country. At 9 o’clock he will
receive them at his hotel.
