ceremony of tomorrow, when he will be

sworn into office as the nation’s new
executive. The special train which
b.ruught,' him from Princeton was on
time, arriving at 3:45 o’clock to the
minute, and likewise brought Mrs. Wil-
son, the mnew mistress ' of the White
House; the Misses Wilson and other
relatives and friends.

Union Station was full of life and ani-
mation when the President-elect arrived.
but there was no unusual throng at the
President’s portal at the eastern end of
the station when the President-elect
stepped into his automobile amidst the
cheers and rah-rahs of the Princeton
students who came as his special body-
guard. The ecrowd would have been
enormous, undoubtedly, but for the “fact
that the great suffrage parade and page-
ant. was at its zenith at the hour of the
President-elect’s arrival and like a mag-
net had attracted thousands into the
valley of Pennsylvania avenue. 'This was
a iortunate condition for the arrival of
the President-elect, who was able to
speed across the city by a northern
route along Massachusetts avenue and
H street to the Shoreham Hotel in Pres-
ident Taft’s automobile without being
delayed or blocked.

THE RECEIVING PARTY.

Upon the arrival of the party of the
President-elect they were. ushered to the
President’s reception room in_ the sta-
tion, There they found a committee of
fifty members, headed by Thomas Nel-

son Page, the Virginia author, chairman |

of the reception committee, and W. M.
Corcoran Eustis, chairman of the inau-
gural committee, waiting in silk hats
and spotless Prince Alberts in the recep-
tion room. 'The entrance to the recep-
tion hall was guarded by Major Richard
nvivester, chief of police of Washington:

Servie.  and Chief Carter B. Keene, of
the Un...

DID NOT LINGER LONG.

Mr. Wilson lingered scarcely more than
£ minute within the station. He shook
hands with members of the committee
and was then escorted to the porteco-
chere of the station by Senator-elect Ol-
lie James, Senator Jobhn Sharp Williams,
Representatives Flood, Jones and Slay-
den, also by the military aids of the
White House and by Thomas Nelson
Page and William Corcoran Eustis. The
two ‘latter were the immediate escorts
of Mr. and Mrs., Wilson.

At the portal the. President-elect found
hacking wup against the doorsill the big
dark blue automobile of the White House,
which DPresident Taft had courteously
sent to the station to be used by his
successor in office. This is the car in
which President Taft has made several
of his tours to Baltimore and to the
home of Gen. Felix Agnus, at Nacirema.
With it were the White House chauffeur
and footman and two motorcycle police-
men in khaki uniform.

Upon emerging from the station the
President-elect was greeted by Princeton
College vyells and lusty cheers from a
large delegation of Princeton College boys.
He responded by raising his shining silk
hat and with a pleasing smile. Mr. and
Mrs. Wilson and 'homas Nelson Page and
William Corcoran Eustis entered the
President’s automobile and were swiftly
speeding out of the Union Station plaza
into Massachusetts avenue amidst the
c¢heers and hat-waving of the college
boys and others in the throng. On the
box of this automobile sat Secret Service
man Taylor.

THE WHITE HOUSE BABY.

The second car was turned over to
the three pretty daughters of the Presi-
dent-elect. Colonel Birch, of New Jer-
goy, and Col. Spencer &, Cosby, chief aid
gt the White House, were the escorts
for the Misses Wilson. In the third auto-
mobile were among the proudest women
in the party. They were Mrs. George
Howe, sister of the President-elect, with
her daughter, Mrs. P. C. Cathron, of
Raleigh, N. C., and the latter’s two-year-
cld baby, Josephine Wilson Cathron, at-
irnded by a negro mammy. This will be
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the new “White House baby” and its
mother looked very sweet and proud as

Howe, other relatives of {he Wilsons,
were assigned to the care of Lieutenant
Rodgers, of the White House staff, aund
rode to the hotel in the next automo-
bile.

Then came the Princeton College Boys’
Committee, the newspaper correspondents
and members of the reception committee.
Mr. Wilson was cordially greeted and
cheered as he sped across the city to
the Shoreham, but the crowds had not
been notified of the route and not many
persons were on the streets along the
route the party followed.

At the Shoreham the first to greet and
shake hands with the President-elect
was “Bill” MeDonald, who was his body-
guard during the campaign. Mr. Wilson,
immediately upon his arrival at the
Shoreham, went to the elevator and has-
tened to his room.

PAY VISIT TO TAFT.

Within less than two hours after his
arrival Mr. Wilson, for the first time in
hig life, crossed the threshold of the White
House and grasped the hand of William
Taft, DPresident of the TUnited
States for a few hours longer. With Mrs.
Wilson, the President-elect was escorted
to the home which will be theirs tomor-
row by Col. Spencer Cosby shortly before
6 o'clock in the evening. The President
and Mrs. Taft awaited their coming., and
extended them their cordial greeting and
the keyvs to the home of - presidents.

Before visiting the White House the
Wilsons received the Vice President-elect
and Mrs. Marshall ; Governor Sulzer, of
New York ; Governor Pothier, of Rhode 1s-
land, and staff and a few personal friends.
First, however, immediately after their
arrival at the hotel, the President-elect,
Mrs. Wilson and their daughters joined
in an informal reunion with other mem-
bers of the family who have gathered
from different parts of the country. An
entire floor of the hotel is occupied Dby
the members of the family, who dined
later in the evening as the guests of John

Wilson, of Franklin, Pa., cousin of the fu- |

ture President.

Tonight, as an alumnus eof Princeton
University, the man who is to guide the
destinies of the nation was the honor
guest of the alumni of his alma mater at
a smoker. There he rubbed elbows with
other classmates gnd boys who had grown
up under his guidance, and he left the
last 6f his functions as a private citizen
at a late hour to secek a few hours’ rest
before the event of his career tomorrow.

GIVEN GREAT SENDOFF

SCenes at Princeton When Presi-

dent-elect Departs.

Princeton, N. J., March 3.—Woodrow
Wilson left Princeton at 11 o'clock to-
day for Washington to become President
of the United States tomorrow.  Mrs.
Wilson, their three daughters, the Misses
Margaret, Jessie and Eleanor, and an es-
cort of 5060 Princeton students accom-
panied him. |

The longest special that has ever rolled
out of Princeton carried Mr. Wilson and
his family and their escort away. As it
pulled out the President-elect stood on
the platform of the last of the 14 cars.
$Silk hat in hand, he looked upon a mass ol
filuttering handkerchiefs and banners. The
smile on his lips vanished as the traip
cgained headway, his lips were moving ;
the crowd at his feet heard him join in
the singing of the college anthem.

“Her sons shall give while they shall
live. Three cheers for old Nassau.”

As the train disappeared Princeton saw
him still standing uncovered, his silk hat
waving rhythmically to the chorus ot
the song. _

Long before the hour set for Mr. Wil-
son’'s departure the students were troop-
ing from the campus through Blair Arch
to the station. They gathered nearly a
thous—.d strong, those departing and
1.hi'_’i};@f1‘e1uaining behind, around the long
line of steel cars. The townsmen were
thiere in great numbers.

A crigsp, sharp wind that set the ban-}

ners fluttering merrily and the great flag

‘over Nassau Hall crackling, chilled the

crowd. but they waited till he arrived
without murmuring.

It was 10:230 when the President-elect
walked out the front door of his home
with Mrs. Wilson on his arm and his
daughters close behind. T'en minutes later
they reached the station.

Three automobiles carried the President-
elect and party from their home to the
station. Mr. Wilson was wearing his new
silk hat, purchased especially for the in-
auguration, and his glasses. He posed for
the photographers before he was whisked
away. The bright sunshine took away
none of the sting of the breeze, and the
President-elect buttoned his black over-
coat tightly about him.

A great cheer went up when the cars
reached the station. Almost before Mr.
Wilson had gained the platform a dozen
hands were outstretched to grasp his. Be-
fore he had taken two steps the town of
Princeton was filing by, wishing him God-
speed and all manner of good luck. This
kept up until his arm was tired.

As the President-elect stepped aboard
the train the students gave him a *'loco-
motive”’ yell. That was the beginning of
a long serieg of yells. The President-elect
smiled at each cheer, said that he wished
he could give as good a cheer in return
and joined in some of the college songs.

After 30 minutes of cheering, hand-
shaking and singing, a leather-lunged
Princetonian, who seemed to be in charge
of affairs, grabbed a megaphone and gave
the order: “All aboard!” The three loco-
motives attached to the heavy train be-

gan pufling; the long line of cars inched .

slowly out of the yards; the wall of
students uncovered and 500 veices jolned
in “0Old Nassau.” Off came the silk hat
from the President-elect’'s head; he
stepped near the edge of the platform and
thrust his hand far out, waving his hat
ay he sang. ~
After he had passed from the gaze of
the crowd they still saw his right hand
protruding from the side of the train
and grasping his new gilk hat with its
white lining glistening in the sunlight.
In the baggage car of the speclal were
25 suit cases, grips and trunks belong-
ing to the President-elect and his party.
On the personal baggage of the next
President was written, in his own hand-
writing :
“Woodrow Wilson, White House.”
There was no other address, and Mr,
Wilson laughingly let it be Known that
he considered this quite sufficient.

Washington, March — Overshadowed

A RECORD CROWD.

The inauguration of Woodrow Wilson
ag President of the United States and the
inaugural parade will be participated in
and witnessed by more people than ever
gathered here for a similar event.

In addition to seeing Marylanders in
the procession, Maryland visitors will see
much to entertain, amuse and instruct
them during the day. The procession
will not move until 2:30 o’clock in the
afternoon. There will be abundant time,
therefore, to wander up and down Penn-
sylvania avenue and other show, streets
and see the most varied, the most gor-

geous and the most abundant decorations |

that have ever distinguished Washingtou.
and if they care to remain over at night
they will see the most brilliant and varie-
gated colors that were ever produced by
electric lights.

General Wood bimself will be the main
escort to the President and President-
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elect. With his staff and a company of
selected cavalry from Fort Myer, he will
escort the party to the Capitol and back.

Each organization in line will be
headed by a band, the TUnited States
Marine Band, the P’resident’s own being
first Dbehind General Wood. Only this
band will play Hail to the Chief in pass-
ing, and only the band leading the
Marvland delegation will play Maryland,
My Maryland. All other bands are at
liberty to play the Star-spangled Banner,
America, Dixie and other patriotic music.
and even popular ragtime, as much as
they choose.

BOY SCOUTS A FEATURE.

One of the many new features of this
inaugural parade will be the appearance
of Boy Scout organizations, both among
the. marchers and along the side lines.
Companies of Boy Scouts will be sta-
tioned all along the line of march to as-
gist in rendering any first aid to the 1in-
jured that may be necessary.

All the meounted staffs, escorts and
organizations will form in piatoons of
from twelve to sixteen files front; mili-
tary foot organizations will march in
closed columns of subdivisions in double
length, with from sixteen to twenty files
front. The guide will be left through the
entire line of march. The march will be
in quick time. In passing the President’s
stand each band will play.

TO TURN NIGHT INTO DAY.

It will be about 6 o'clock before the
review is completed. Then the President
and his immediate party will proceed to
the White House and the Vice: President
and his party to his hotel, both under
escort. With the approach of dusk the
street illuminations ' will be flashed on,
transforming the whole of Pennsylvania
avenue into a veritable fairyland. Myriads

| of incandescent lights of red, white and
| blue, alternating with green and white,

the inaugural colors, are strung across

| the avenue in festoons at intervals of 100

feet all the way from the Capitol to the
White House. The lighting of the court
of honor will be even more elaborate,
and through the evergreens will twinkle
thousands of 'stars in the national colors.

Big searchlights will illuminate the
White House, the dome of the Capitol and
the Washington Monument. The Union
Station and the towers on the Plaza also
will be illuminated.

A PRINCETON WELCOME

Wilson Speaks at Smoker of the

Alumni - Association.
Washington, March 3.—President-elect
Wilson was given a Princeton wélcome
to the national capital tonight—a wel-

come that brought reminiscences of his
many vears as president of Princeton
The ocecasion was a smoker
at which graduates from all parts of the
country gathered.

For an hour the President-elect was
the center of a wild demonstration of
cheers and songs. He had not intended
to make a speech, but the enthusiasm of
it all moved him so deeply that he spoke
for a few minutes, expressing his thanks
for the eonfidence that the Princeton
alumni had reposed in him.

‘“‘Fellows, I had not expected to say
anything,” he said, with a mnoticeable
tremor in his voice, ‘because the only
appropriate thing to say, I can’t say that
there are words for it. There are some
emotions that. are very much deeper
than a man’s vocabulary can reach, and
I have a feeling tonight that moves me
very much indeed. .

“We have often spoken of our com-
radeship together as Princeton men, and
I have spoken so often that I am
ashamed to repeat it almost of the part
Princeton has played in public life and
the part that she ought to play in pub-
lic life, and I have spoken so often of
that sense of having a great invisible
brotherhood that binds a man by un-
common standards of honor and of ser-
vice.

“Now I stand here upon the eve of at-
tempting a great task—a profoundly
great enme—and know that there are sO
many men in the United States who
know me and understand me and fo
whom I do not have to explain anything.
Members. of the family do not have to
be told what is going to happen.: And,
therefore, it is not necessary to make a
speech to the family.

“] have only to say that my feeling
tonight is a family feeling, of being
among men trained as I was, looking out
upon life as I look out upon it and
ready to give me that sympathy which
buoys a man up more than anything else
in the world. I thank God that it is so
and thank you profoundly for this evi-
dence of it.”

Prolonged cheering followed the speech
and the singing of Old Nassau, Prince-
ton’s historic anthem. The President-
elect stood on a little platform and
joined in the singing, moving his up-
raised hand to and fro in the refrain of
the song as Princeton men are accus-
tomed to do.

When Mr. Wilson arrived after passing
through a big street crowd he passed
through a lane on both sides of which the
alumni stood cheering and yelling. The
President-elect was escorted to a plat-
form, where Henry Clay Stewart, ’84,
president of the local Alumni Association,
and Mr. Justice Mahlon Pitney, 79, of
the United States Supreme Court, pre-
sented him with a ribbon-tied package of
cigars and cigarettes. Mr. Wilson took
them with a smile, ag he doesn’'t smoke.

“Locomotive’” cheers were given with a
vim for Wilson and Princeton, and soon
the entire crowd of alumni formed a line
and shook hands. Many of those present
were in uniform of the Hssex cavalry
troop, which tomorrow escorts Mr, Wil-
son, and Squadron A, of the I'irst Regi-
menf of New York, made up largely of
Princeton men. Many of Mr. Wilson's
class, 1879, were present, including Cyrus
McCormick, of Chicago; William P. Wil-

{ der, of New York, and Robert Bridges, of

New York.

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TAFT'S LAST DAY
A VERY BUSY ONE

Crowded With Events and Crowned
| With Pleasantries.

HE BIDS FAREWELL TO MANY

WAS ONE OF THE HAPPIEST
DAYS OF HIS LIFE.

The President Leaves the Executll\re
Offices With a Smile and With-
out a Backward Glance—Greets
His Old Friends and Gives First
Formal Welcome to the Incoming
Executive — Cabinet Holds Its
Last Meeting and Bryan Pays a
Visit to White House. '

Washington, March 3.—President Taft’s
last day in the White House was one of
his busiest. As a working day it didm't
last more than 10 hours, but it was erowd-
ed with unusual events, full of incidents
that fall to the man who sits in the
White House and crowned with pleasan-
tries. !

The President shook hands with gev-
eral hundred citizens'\and officials of the
government; received scores of telegrams
from friends all over the world; signed

his name to pile after pile of pictures and

letters, and held three receptions. He
quitted the room he has occupied for four
vears {n the executive offices, with a
smile and without a backward glance,
and with many a pleasant recollection of
the days he has spent there. He met
his oldtime friends of the Washington
diplomatic corps and the justices of the
Supreme Court in the White House, and
last of all he gave the first formal wel-
come in that mansion to the President-
elect and Mrs. Wilson.

HAPPIEST DAY OF LIFE.

Tonight the President and- Mrs. Taft
were guests at a private dinner given by
Miss Mabel Boardman. Altogether,"as Mr.
Taft told visitors today, it was one of the
happiest days of his life and the regret
he may have had over things he -was un-
able to accomplish was more than offset
by the remembrance of the pleasant paths
he has walked. -

The President received the President-
elect and Mrs, Wilson at 6 o’clock tonight.
They came whirling up the curved drive-
way to the White House in a cloud of
gray dust prompt on the hour. Col. Spen-
cer Crosby, chief aid to the President,
was their escort, and the President had
sent his own touring car to bring them
through the crowded thoroughfares. A
few hundred persons gathered in front of
the mansion and cheered when they recog-
nized the next President and his wife. -

On the bronze seal of the United States,
imbedded deep-in the marble floor of the
main hallway, President Taft was wait-
ing to receive his guests. He offered his
arm to Mrs. Wilson and escorted the next
“first lady of the land” to the quiet of
the Greem Room, Mrs., Taft and Miss
Helen, the only members of the retiring
President’s family in town, came down the
stairway from the private part of the
White House a few moments later, and
the President-to-be, his wife and the
President who quits tomorrow and his
wife and daughter talked alone,

BRYAN SEES CABINET ROOM.

William Jennings Bryan was one of
the last distinguished visitors who saw
the President in his office. Colonel Bryan
came unannounced late in the afternoon.

“Here’s something I want to show
you,” sald the President, as he grasped
his visitor by the arm and led him to
the cabinet room.

“This,” continueqg the President, *“is
the cabinet room.” |

Mr. Bryan sat down in the chair of
the Secretary of State, but he made no
comment,

“I just dropped In to say farewell,” he
told the newspaper men ag he departed.
“I have many Republican friends, as well
as those in the Democratic party.” |

Before he left his office for the las
time the President shook hands with the
members of the executive office staft. .

MEET FOR LAST TIME.

President Taft’s cabinet met today for
the last time. Many bills not yet ap-
proved were considered. The Taft cab-
inet officers sat in the chairs which have
been installed for the members of Mr.
Wilson’s official family and the Presi-
dent used the chair at the head of the
table which the new President himself is
expected to sit in after tomorrow, The
old chairs have been taken away aec-.
cording to custom by Mr. Taft’s cabinet,
each member buying the one he oc¢-
cupied. |

‘The President made but few changes
today in the executive offices. He re-
moved from the west wall of his private
office the picture of his father, Alphouse
Taft, which has hung there for four
years. The only picture in the big
room which will greet President Wilson
is that of former President Roosevelt,
which was hung there several years ago

by Mr. Taft.
