As a result of the low tide yesterday
two vessels, the Johnston Line steam-
ship Rowanmore, from Liverpool, and
the big coasting schooner James B.
Prake, from Port Tampa, Fla., went
aground. The Drake was floated late in
the afternoon by the tug M. Mitchell
Davis, and proceeded to its wharf, but
the Rowanlgme up to a late hour was
still hard and fast, but it was expected
to float the vessel on the return of high
water. IFailing in that, part of the cargo
- will be lightered.

The Drake, which was the first to get |
aground, . was in tow of the tug Davis,
which also had in tow the schooner Ad-
dison E. Bullard.  Both of these vessels
were laden with phosphate rock form
Port Tampa, Fla., and are represented
here by W. A, Blake & Co. When off the
Cut-off Channell below Seven Foot Knoll,
the Drake stuck on a lump, and in spite
of repeated efforts of the tug she refused
to budge. The tug then' proceeded with
the Bullard, which was docked, and re-
turning in the afternoon on the rise of
the tide, succeeded in floating the Drake.

The Rowanmore took the bottom be-
tween 10 and 11 o’clock yesterday morn-
ing off the entrance of the channel lead-
ing into Curtis Bay. The steamer had
just been released from Quarantine, and
it was while attempting to bring the ves-
gel’'s bow toward the channel to head

Saving that the so-called ‘‘Sunday blue
laws,”” which have been on the statute |
books for nearly 50 years, are not en-
forced and, therefore, create a disrespect
for ,the law, Councilman Augustus C.
Binswanger, of the Fourteenth ward, in-
troduced an ordinance in the First Branch
Council last evening, calling for
their repeal. The measure was referred
to the Committee on Police and Jail, of
which Councilman John J. O’Meara is
chairman.

The ordinance created considerable in-
terest among the councilmen and a num-
ber of them privately urged its immediate
passage. They pointed out that the laws
were not enforced, could not be if the
authorities desired it; were made for
another age and otherwise impressed the
younger and rising generation with the
belief that all laws were simply mean-
ingless words and nonsensical decrees.

Mr. Binswanger’'s ordinance provides
the repeal of sections 1, 2 and 3 of arti-

New York, March 3.—The remarkable
letter signed by J. P. Morgan & Co. and
addressed to the Hon. A. P. Pujo, chair-
man of the committee on banking and
currency at Washington, must have been
prepared within two or three weeks'
time. As the associates of Mr., Morgan,
who are presumed to have written this
communication, are busily occupied with
many things, exacting in their nature,
both of time and of mental concentra-
tion, swift preparation clearly points to
profound understanding—at least from
the point of view of those who have to
do with very large financing and are re-
sponsible for the wise direction of vast
deposits—of the fundamental economic
principles upon which modern ban¥ing
and financing are based.

This of itself explains, in part at least,
the authority which the house of J. FP.
Morgan & Co. has secured. Mr. Mor-
gan's partners are men who are qualified
to write economic treatises or to occupy
professional chairs in our universities.

This feature of the communication is
one which has gradually and yet strongly
impressed itself upon the minds of those
who have read the treatise. It was not
spoken of on the day of publication of
the letter, but after a few days' reflec-
tion it did occur to some of our business
men to say that not the least of the im-
portant features of this communication
is the fact that it must have been done
in the few hours extending through two
or three weeks that could be spared from
the responsibilities that are upon this
banking house.

An Economic Treatise.

The communication has been for a day
or two described as an economic treatise.
It is spoken of as having all of the
characteristics which make a treatise of
that kind wvaluable. If the premises are
accepted then the argument is conving-
ingly logical.

Another feature of the communication
which has commanded attention not only
in this city but elsewhere,
Boston and Philadelphia, is the freedom
from any of the technical phraseology or
the characteristic_methods of the lawyer
in the preparation of his brief. THis
judgment is well founded. The work is
that of men not trained in the practice
of the law, although some of Mr. Mor-
gan’'s associates have as an accessory to

their business taken up the study of law,
reading Blackstone and Kent and listen-
ing to law lectures at night.

At the annual dinner or banquet of the
Chamber of Commerce in this city last
fall Senator Elihu Root spoke impres-
sively and convincingly when he said
that one of the chief difficulties which
business men and men of publie life con-

islation, is the misinformation, or lack
of information, which characterizes the
people in one or more sectiong of the
country so far as the material activities
of the other sections are concerned. The
only remedy for this is the extension
of the modern spirit of publicity and
the creating opportunities whereby all
the people can be well informed respect-
ing all of the business, financial and
commercial activities of the TUnited
States.

The communication signed by Mr, J.

P. Morgan has already been character-

ized as one of the best demonstrations
of the cordiality with which the men of
affairs at this time are accepting the
spirit of publicity.

It has sometimes been asserted that
it might have been well if the governors
of the New York Stock Exchange had
prepared a lucid, brief and yet compre-
hengive statement in form and in char-
acter of what the real purposes, prin-
ciples and dominating characterizations
of the New York Stock Exchange are.

Secrecy and the Exchange.

Some of the warmest friends of the
exchange have felt free to criticise the
almost secret-society methods which in the
past have characterized the management
of the exchange. A recently published
treatise by William C. Van Antwerp,
written for the purpose of informing the
publi¢ of the real character and methods
of the New York Stock KExchange, con-

taing a criticism of the secretive methods

which for many years have been regard-
ed as the proper attitude of the govern-
ors of the exchange toward the public.

- This has necessarily led to the fear that

the governors desire to cover up some-
thing. It was, in fact, nothing more
than a custom.

The communication from the repre-
sentatives of Mr." Morgan’s firm to Chair-
man Pujo is spoken of here as probably
the best exemplification of the modern
spirit of publicity.

Another feature of this commumcation
which has commanded more and more
attention is the facility and felicity with
which the English language is sued to
explain the _principles which many re-
gard as dry and abstruse.

There is a good deal of skill displayed
in the preparation of this communica-
tion. It was with wunconscious art, no
doubt,
with a statement that it was necessary
at the start to refer to the original pre-
amble and House resolution under which
he Pujo committee acted. In this way
Daniel Webster began his historic speech

in the United States Senate in reply to

the brilliant and subtle speech made by
Senator Hayne, of South €arolina, with
the so-called Foote resolution as the text.

So also are the "intimations that the

Pujo committee has conducted its exami-
nation in an ex parte manner made with
great skill, for these intimations are dig-
nified and profess to convey the greatest
Never-
theless, no one can read this portion of
the communjcation without being persuad-
ed that the abler men of affairs in bank-
ing and finance feel that this committee
hag undertaken, in a short time and with
a relatively small amount of testimony
secured by methods which are character-
