Many reason were advanced by the
business men why the traction company
should hearken to the views of the thou-
sands of persons who were in favor of
the ordinance. They declared that its
passage was demanded by more than
100,000 residents and that 1its execution
would involve little expense on the
company. They declared that they could
not understand why the United Rallways
had not taken favorable action so far.

The speakers made it plain that they

would eventually seek the enforcement

of the ordinance before the Public Serv-
fce Commission. They said that the
residents and . business men of West,
Northwest and Southwest Baltimore had
been trying for many years fto persuade

the railways company to lay tracks and th alt

run a line down one of the cross streets
so as to enable the residents of North-
west Baltimore to get to Southwest Bal-
timore without going all the way down
town to transfer. They said that they
had held a number of public-spirited
meetings, but without producing any
tangible results.
