“T am 80 years old and sleep 250 nights
@ vear in hotels,” said L. 1. Holden, of
Chicago, Ill.,, at the Hotel Emerson yes-
terday aflternoon. Mr. Holden is an ad-
juster for fire losses on.railroads, I have
visited California 80 times, and there is
not a city of any importance in the United
States or Canada that I have not been to,”
he continued. “A number of railroads have
tried the experiment of putting aside a
sum of monev each vear with whiceh to
meet losses imcurred by fire. It has not
been found as successful as insuring. At
present there is only one of the very
large railroads in this country that carries
its own imsurance. Ilach year the road
sets aside what it would have to spend in
insurance. Other railroads have tried the
game thing and have found it a failure.
Not long-ago one of the Western railroads
that had tried the experiment had a fire
that nearly wrecked the road. They have
gone back to paying insurance. There are
many insurance adjusters, but my par-
ticular specialty -is adjusting losses to rail-
roads from fire,

The Potato Crop in Ireland.

“It ig interesting to know that the po-
tato crop in Ireland in 1912 was not as
large ‘as the one in 1911, said Charles P.

McGraw., of New York, wywho is interested .

in the produce market. ‘“The planting of
e potato seéd in 1912 in Ireland was
layed later than usual owing to unfavor-
le conditions., The crop as a conse-
ience proved considerably below the aver-
ge both in quality and quantity. In 1912
the exports of potatoes from DBelfast, Ire-
land, were 84,783 tons, against 88,700
tons in 1911 and 51,858 tons in 1910,
*The arca .of the potato crop for all
Ireland in 1912 was 095,184 acres, as
against 591.2509 acres in 1911, and the

-

total production of the crop in 1912 is .

estimated at 2,546,710 tons, compared
with 3,694,856 tons in 1911. The average
yield of the crop in 1912 is estimated at
4.3 tons per statute acre, as against 6.2
tonsg in 1911 and 4.8 tons for the 10-year
period 1902-1911. The Province of Ulster
produced 1,087,896 tons in 1912 and
1.787.136 tons in 1911, the average rate
per statute acre being 4.4 tons in 1912
and 7.3 tons in 1911.

 “In 1912 for all Ireland the area un-
der turnips was 271,771 acres, an increase
of 966 acres over 1911, while the total
vield was 3,783,218 tons, a decrease of
1.489.965 tons compared with 1911, The
average rate of yield per statute acre of
the crop was 13.9 tons in 1912, as against
19.5 tons in 1911 and 17 tons for the 10-
vear period 1902-1911. The large falling
off in the yield of this crop may be ac-
counted for by the unfavorable weather
at seeding time. Except in occasional fields
on high, dry situations overlying a porous
subsoil, the erop was checked throughout

the summer by the cold, damp conditions |

which prevailed. The season is regarded
asy one of:the worst for root crops that
lias been experienced for some years,

and handsomest vesgel on the Atlantic,
would make its maiden voyage to New
York. And. like many other persons, she
was attracted by the magnificence of the
She engaged passage some time
before the date of sailing.

The horrors that occurred on Sunday,
April 14, 1912, at about 11:40 P. M., on a
cold, starry night, in a smooth sea and
with no moon, have made such an im-
pression upon the mind of Miss Smith
that she shudders at the very thought of
them. Miss Smith was compelled ‘to wait
while the first-cabin passengers were seut
off in the large lifeboats. One by one
she saw the beats leave the ship and as
each boat left she was compelled to share.
the fears of the unfortunate ones who
were compelled to wait. = She waited
patiently as she saw those about her put
in boats and heard their prayers of
thanks as they were pushed off from the
sinking vessel,

At last she was pushed into a boat..
Miss Smith was in the lifeboat for many
hours. - There were husbands without:
wives and wives without husbands, par-
ents without children and children with-
out parents. No sobs—scarcely a word
was spoken. They seemed to be stunned.
None of the rescued had any clothing ex-
cept what they wore. When the boats
left the Titanic the ship was brilliantly
lighted, the ‘band was playing and the.
captain was on the bridge giving direc-
tions. Suddenly the boat seemed to break
in two. The next moment everything dis-
appeared. 'The survivors were so close
to the sinking ship that they were afraid .
