FEARS FOREIGN FLYERS

British Authorities Prohibit Them

Passing Over England.

London, March 4.—Under authority
conferred by the Aerial Navigation Act,
the Home Secretary has Ilssued orders

prohibiting foreign military or naval air

craft from passing ver any portion of
the United Kingdom or territorial waters
except on invitation and by permission of
the government.

All other foreign air craft coming to
the United Kingdom are required first to
obtain clearance papers from the British
consuls. Landings will be restricted to
certain areas of the coast, where the. air
pilots must report to the authorities and
obtain a permit for the continuance of
the voyage. They are prohibited from
passing over certain districts in which
are Included the military and naval sta-

tions.

Anyone infringing the regulations, it is
announced, is liable to be fired on, and
the offense is punishable by six months’
imprisonment or a fine of $1,000. Aero-
nauts guilty of espionage are liable to
seven years' penal servitude.

For the last dozen years the White
House has had a ‘‘young lady of the
house” in it to make the life gay and
fuil of activity and color—Miss Alice
Roosevelt, who, after her marriage to
Representative Longworth, was followed
by her vounger sister, Miss Ethel Roose-
velt, and then Miss Helen Taft; but now
there are to be three young women, all
oirls, the oldest but 26, the youngest 22
—healthy, sane and sound young women,
from whom Washington society expects
much in the way of social interest.

They have come to the capital herald-
ed as serious-minded, philanthropic young
women with missions in life, and serious
pursuits such as art and music and the
doing of good works.

At their parents’ dinner table at the
White House they will be thrown in con-
tact with justices of the Supreme Court,
ambasadors from the most cultured and
polished society beyond the seas. They
will meet the men who mold the character
of the nation, as it were, and men who
mold public opinion. Plenty of opportunity
will be offered to ‘“improve their minds,”
if so they wish, for society gives:'to a
young woman just what she demands,
and an ambasador, for instance, can dis-
cuss the more serious questions of life
with her or he can turn the prettiest
compliments or' flirt *with just the most
delightful shadings and insousiance.

No President, it is safe to say, ever
left the White House better beloved by
the people of Washington than President
Taft and no young lady of the White
House has ever been made more over
than his daughter, unless perhaps it be
Miss Nellie Grant, who used to go so
much that her footman, Old Jerry,
known as the ‘“White House Duster,”
who only died a few Yyears ago, re-
spected and befriended by the mos{ dis-
tinguished of some of Washington’s offi-
cial world, used to tell how he used to
reel home at three or four o'clock of a
morning so tired he could not walk
straight, and how once he was even ar-
rested for drunkenness, until he ex-
plained to the policeman on the beat that |
he was ‘“Miss Nelly’s footman,” which ex-
planation seems to have Dbeen sufficient
to mollify the officer of the law. Miss
Helen Taft has dined and danced pretty
nearly every night since she became the
President’s daughter, and yet, every one
knows that she has espoused several
charities, particularly that of the visiting
nurses. she has sold garments made to
counteract the rule of the sweatshops,
and showed up the bad results from im-
pure foods, etc, and when not dining
or dancing, lunching or teaing, riding to
hounds or playing golf or tennis, she
has found time to keep up her studies,
to keep abreast with her class, that next
autumn, she may fall back in the ranks
at Bryn Mawr and  graduate with the
honors she aspires to.

Miss Taft has never laid claim to any
particular desire to shine in the world
of letters and pursuits, but everyone
knows that. her college life’ ' was every-
thing to her and to graduate from her
alma mater the one Dbig wish of her
life, and everyone also Knows that when
her mother’'s health broke down, Miss
Helen Taft laid aside her own desires
and sacrificed her own wishes and came
to Washington and to the White House
and took up the duties that waited her
there with the grace and good will that
has made her and her parents so popu-
lar to Washington’s big and <compiex
social world, |

The Misses

Wilson, sweet, lovable
and gracious, will do likewise, one may
be sure, to assist their father and
mother, to whom they are devotion it-
self. and they, too, like Miss Helen
Taft. will fintl ample opportunity to
study and te do good. As for Mrs, Wil-
son. she has the matter strictly with-
in her own hands. Official etiquette
is a shield behind which she may re-
tire if she so chooses, for by the rules
of official etiquette, she need not enter-
tain but at the official state receptions,
which will not come again till next Janu-
ary, and the official dinners, which are
also almost a year ahead of her. She
does not have to make callg:; she cannot,
if she strictly followed the rules,
lunch or dine at private homes, though
President and Mrs. Taft have effectu-
ally smashed that old precedent. How-
Mrs. Wilson * may build up again
if she wishes the hedge of official eti-
quette which will make her life very
tranquil, but also rather dull.
