Returned Missionary Thinks Re-
public Will Be Perpetuated.

[From the Washington Post.]

“There is no reason to believe that the
Chinese Republic will not be perpetuated,”
said the Rev. Dr, James Smith, an Ameri-
can missionary Jlately returned from
China. ‘

“There are a gwWat many able men
among the Chinese and the people are be-
coming more widely educated. They have

| never accepted with good gfﬂce the rule

of the Tartars. There are from 3000,000,000
to 400,000,000 people in China proper, in
Manchuria and Mongolia. Of these about
10,000,000 are Manchus or Tartars. .These
10,000,000, however, controlled the govern-
ment until the uprising which resulted in
the overthrow of the dynasty. |
“Under the old regime none of the peo-
ple were allowed to use for their own
families much of the money earned. The
system of government was for those in
authority to squeeze from all classes of
industrial and other workers the money
they earned. This money was distributed
among the officeholders, commencing with
the Toti or Governor, of the province, and
going down the line to the humblest of
those in the government employ. For 75
years at least there was a well-defined and
more or less well-directed effort among
the Chinese people to get rid of the Man-
chu dynasty and restore the government

8! to the Chinese.

“The Chinese ordinarily are not g war-
like race. They are docile, intelligent and
industrious. For 300 years there was no
inecentive for the ordinary Chinaman to
endeavor to better his condition, because
if by his efforts he made more money it
