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Better Farm Results.

To the Editor: Wbhy cannot the farm-
ers in Maryland lead the way in produc-
ing better farm results by the adoption
0f more scientific methods? We hear a
great deal these days about the failure
of the general run of farmers to use
modern methods in cultivating the land.
It has been pointed out time and time
again that if they would exercise better
care and judgment in selecting seeds for
the growing of wheat and corn and carry
their work farther when the seed 1is
actually in the ground the yield of the
farmg would be increased by millions of
bushels of both wheat and corn, and
weuld bring added prosperity to the ag-
ricultural regions.

One expert has stated that if a variety
of wheat were developed capable of pro-
ducing one more kernel to the head i1t
would mean an addition of 15,000,000
bushels annually to the country’'s wheat
crop. The same expert declared that if
farmers were as much exercised in the
selection of seed corn as they are in
breeding fine horses and cattle there
would be an enormous increase in the
yield of corn per acre.

If the farmers are not exercising the

care that they should in the matter of]

raising corn crops and if they are not
using the scientific methods they should,
why cannot the tillers of the so0il in
Maryland ‘apply the improved methods
in this state and thus give Maryland the
credit for pointing out the way for in-
creasing the cereal crops of the United
States?

Under such a system the nations of the
world could have a system 0of money
that would bear some relation to trade
and industry and of volume enough to
allow the free exchange of commodities.

Under our present financial system the
best rewards go to those who least de-
serve them, while millilons of energetic
people in all walks of life have to de-
pend on the merest chance for their
financial rewards, because the work they
do and tihe commodities they produce
have no fixed standard to go by, and a
vear's work in production or in busi-
ness to them may mean much or little. .

Doubts That Boller Exploded.

To the Editor: On the morning of
February 10 an .explosion took place in a
cellar on QGuilford avenue, shattering a
vertical sectional castiron steam heating
boiler. The explosion was blamed on the
boiler, yet the conditions under which the
boiler was operated would contradict this
theory. The janitor and fireman clalms
that when he left the boiler about 7 :20
that morning the water in the boiler was
at 1its proper level, the gauge recorded
zero---that means that there was no pres-
sure whatever, that the fire door was
partly open, the check draft open and
that the draft door wasg closed. 'This be-
ing so, it was Iimpossible to get up a
very great steam pressure, for the reason
that with the draft door shut very little
oxygen was supplied to the fire from un-
der the grates; with the check draft open

;i

which, as its name 1implies, checks the

draft) and the fire door partly open the
air had an unimpeded course through the
flues and against the heating surfaces of
the boiler, This, instead of helping the
fire to get hotter and thereby generating
steam, would do just the reverse. It
would cool off the flue and heating sur-
faces of the boiler and thereby prevent
any great pressure of steam being gen-
erated, particularly so great a pressure
as to disrupt, crack or explode the boiler,
and, since these bollers are tested to 100
pounds hydrostatic presure per square
inch gt the factory and will work under
75 pounds steam pressure per square
inch day after day, it does not at all
look reasonable to blame the explosion
on the boiler.

It is so exceedingly rare for a cast-
iron boiler to explode that when a rumor
is circulated that one really did explode
it is worth investigating. As a rule they
crack, and only then when there s a
lack of water in the boiler. This lack of
water causes an unequal expansion of
the metal; that directly in contact with
the fire getting redhot while the other
parts of the castings are still black, and,
not expanding in proportion. with the
redhot metal, cracks. Or, when the metal
ig redhot, water let into the. boiler, thus
coming in contact with the metal, ecracks
it.
