The ac-
tions of Mr. Wilson have already been
discounted in financial circles, and will
have absolutely no effect whatever upon
the market. Mr. Wilson indulged in a
Jarge number of platitudes, with which
we will all agree,
constructive to be found in the whole
gspeech. It is a disappointment, and we
are no wiser than we were before 1t wasg
delivered.” .

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Fabrics Ofpelrators of the Roent-
gen and X-rays Machines Will Be
Able To Do Twice as Much and
Better Work Than Heretofore.
Rays Will Not Penetrate These
New Affairs.

That the operators of the X-rays at
Johng Hopkins I—Iospltal might be given
the best possible protection against acal-
dent or even. loss of their own lives, it
has been determined to furnish each with
a lealed-fabric apron, recently invented
by a French scientist. Heretofore opera-
tors have used aprong of lead & d placed
gspecial shields over their hais. Thig

has interfered greatly in the work of
the handlers of the X-rays and to go
without any protection has resulted in
many being crippled and in some cases
operators have been killed. Dr. Freder-
ick Baetjer, of Johns Hopkins has had
filve fingers amputat because of wasted
tissues received while operating an X-ray.

The inventor of the leaded-silk fabric
has been able to weave a silk cloth
whieh is so heavily "impregnated with
various substances, particularly lead, ®so
that it makes an armor actually impene-
trable by the rays. Clothes made of six
thicknesses of thig cloth afford ample
protection to the hands, no matter how
long or how steadily the operator may be
handling the machine. Samples of -this
cloth have been sent to the Hopkins and
other large hospitals of the country, and

| it has been approved by the physicians.

As is vaguely known to laymen, the
rays whiech have proved so damaging to
the tigsues of the skin, are invisible.
While the Roentgen rays and while the
X-ray are being emitted from the globu-
lar bulb through which the current
passes, |
light caused by the friction of the cur-
rent . and ‘the particles of air.that have
found their way into the partial vaccuum
that exists in the bulb. This light is
harmless, although it 1is sufficiently
bright as to enable one to see through an
outer substance. The X-ray and Roentgen
rays are there, but cannot be seen oOr
felt. The discovery of the leaded-silk
cloth means that physicians, surgeons and
especially their skilled asgistants who
handle the machines, will be able to do
twice as much and better work than
heretofore, with the danger reduced to
a minimum. Dr. Waters, who is in charge
of the X-ray department of the Johns
Hopkins Hospital, 1is particularly en-
thusiastic about the discovery of the
fabric.
