Sir Thomas admitted that his prejudice
fazainst the old “deed of gift” rules had
been overcome and that he had challenged
for a series of races under the old con-
ditions.

The British yachtsman expressed the
hope that with luck on his side he wonld
win the race, adding that he wanted to
do it without being the recipient of any
favors,

TURN FOR ANOTHER TRY.

When asked as to hig previous state-
ment that he would not challenge again
for the America’s Cup. except under the
nniversal rules prevailing for yacht rac-
ing in America, Sir Thomas Lipton re-

- plied :

“Well, it is 10 years since the last in-
ternational race in America. I challenged
Rix years ago under the universal rules,
but my challenge was not accepted. I
thought that for the sake of yachting,
both here and in America, it was time
we had another try for the cup. Hence
my challenge under the conditions laid
down in the deed of gift.

“Had any one come glong in the in-
terval I should have been pleased. to as-
sist all I could, but seeing that nobody
offered a race I thought Great Britain
should have another try and I hope to
experience better luck this time, |

The
first was in 1899, when the Royal Ulster
Club challenged, naming the Shamrock,
Sir Thomas Lipton, owner, as the chal-
lenger. The defender was built for the
Morgan-Iselin syndicate, and was named
Columbia. She was plated with Tobin
bronze - below the water line and 'with
nickel steel .above, Her mast was. of
steel, and was broken in a trial spin,
but after being repaired and strength-
ened, proved serviceable. In trial races
Columbia easily beat Defender, and’ was
commissioned for races with Shamrock.
The races were sailed in: October, 1899,
and Columbia. won  three straight, the
first: by 10  minutes 8 seconds.,

The Consti-
tution had been built to defend the cup,
but the result of the trial races was
such that the committee fell back upon
Columpia, and for the first time since
1881 a yvacht in existence at the time of
the challenge was selected to defend the
cup. Three good races «were. sailed,
Columbia winning in all Kinds of
weather. She won the {first race by 1
minute 20 seconds, the second by 3 min-
utes 35 seconds and the third by only
41 seconds. The second race was sailed
in a gale. Shamrock I1I. was built for
light weather, and there was not much
to choose between the two boats when
four and a half hours were required to

| cover the course,

In 1906, the last of the races, the Re-
liance was pitted against Shamrock 1II.
and won by a close margin. The con-
tests were, as heretofore, over a 30-mile

course, to be sailed within a time limit

of 5 hours 30 minutes, off Sandy Hook
lightship. There were but two entries,
the Reliance, by the New York Yacht
Club, and Shamrock III., by Sir Thomas
Lipton. The American boat, having
nearly 2,000 more square feet of sail
area than the challenger, was subjected
to a handicap. Shamrock III. was ac-
corded a time allowance of 1 minute
45 seconds. : The terms were best three
out of five for the winner.

There were five failures of both boats
to comply with conditions, though in all
the Reliance showed superior sailing
qualities over the challenger. 'T'he con-
tests began August 20 over a course 15
miles and. return. The wind was light
and the time Ilimit expired' just after
the Reliance had turned the outer mark
two miles ahead of the Shamrock III.

NEW FRENCH BREEDING RULE

Makes Foals Dropped This Season

by American Matrons Ineligible.

New York, March 5—Exactly how far-
reaching is8 the recent French ' ruling
against the registration of American
thoroughbreds in their stud-book is set
forth in a copy of the rules just received
by the Jackey Club. The new rule be-
comes effective March 15 and such a date
makes it certain that the foals dropped
this season by American matrons -in
France will be ineligible for registration.

“From March 15, 1913, a horse born
abroad shall be registered in the French
studbook of thorougbreds only if its
absolutely pure fillation can be proved
for eight successive generations and if
its ancestors at any time can be traced
either to the English or the French stud-
book, on both sides, paternal and ma-
