Hxonerating former Warden Emeritus
John F. Weyler of the charges of graft,
misconduct and mismanagement, the
board of directors of the Maryland Peni-
tentiary last night answered in detail
the report of Governor Goldsborough's
Penitentiary Probing Commission, con-
slsting of Eugene. O’Dunne, George L.
Jones and Redmond €. Stewart. The
answer of the board .is contained in 21
typewritten pages and accompanying it
are 18 typewritten pages prepared by Mr.
Weyler, in answer to the accusations
heaped upon him. The board’s report is
signed by Frank A. Furst, Charles T.
Crane, J. H. Kimblé, John T. Stone and
Richard Dallam. Josiah L. Xerr, the
other director, was not at last night’s
meeting on account  of illness in his
family.

In the beginning the ‘directors state
they gave the investigating committee
$3,000 to conduct the probe; that this
sum has not been accounted for and the
Governor, to whom the report will be
mailed, will be requested to have the
commission give a detailed aecounting
and “return any left-over money.” Re-
ferring to the commission’s report, the
directors say  .that it is pervaded by an
evident desire, ‘80 common among inves-
tigators, togfind the things they were
looking for, whether they existed or not.
“Reduced to their real essence,” say the
directors, “‘the commission’s documents
consist of g sweeping and unqualified ar-
raignment of John F. Weyler.”

EVIDENCE OF CONVICTS.

The directors asserted that while the
commission accepted the evidence of con-
victs as to any misconduct on the part
of Mr. Weyler, they characterized the
population - of the Penitentiary as *‘the
lowest grade of men.” Further, the di-
rectors’ answer claims the commission
did not glve Mr., Weyler the semblance
of a square deal and.that the investiga-
tors undertook their work with *“their
minds already inflamed.” It is pointed
out that Mr. Weyler, in part of the com-

that the length of time consumed by the
commission and the methods adopted by
it in conducting the investigation were
such as to make it exceedingly difficult
for the management of the Penitentiary
to preserve good discipline. _
“We also beg to state to you that while
we have pald to the commission the full
amount of $3,000, appropriation requested,
we have not received any accounting
whatsoever, nor have we any knowledge
as to the items for which the sums were
expended by the commission. We Tre-
spectfully request that you will Instruct
the commission to furnish us a complete-
ly detailed statement of all such expen-
ditures and to refund to us any unex-
pended balance which may remain in
their hands in order that we may make
the proper entries on our books and have
them supported by proper vouchers.
“We have carefully read, and as to
salient portions thereof, have reread more
than once, the documents of the commis-
sion to which we now propose -to reply.
We find that these documents are per-

vaded by an evident desire, so comimon

to investigators, to find the things they
were looking for, whether they existed
or not. We find those documents, when
reduced to their real essence, to consist

of a sweeping and unqualified arraign-

ment of John F. Weyler. We find that
those documents include reports of nu-
merous charges made as to Mr. Weyler,
n fact, almost exclusively,
by convicts, and that while the commis-

sion in its report characterizes the popu-
lation of the Penitentiary as the ‘lowest
grade of men,” they have, nevertheless,
accepted the evidence of such men as
proof of the charges those men made |
and this without at any time giving the

'HOW HE DISCOVERED POLE

Pictures Taken by the Explorer
During His Last and Successful
Attempt—Hardships Encountered
in the Ice—Commercial Value of
Discovery Remains to Be Deter-
mined-—Differences Between the

Poles—May Be Reached by an

Airship.

Admiral Robert E. Peary, the distin-

| guished American explorer, who discov-

ered the North Pole, entertained two
Daltimore audiences yesterday with illus-
trated lectures in which he faithfully

| portrayed the conquest of the Pole, by

means of pictures taken by himself while
engaged in the hazardous undertaking.
The first of the lectures was delivered
in the afternoon at the Park School, on
Auchentoroly Terrace, and the second in
the evening at the Phoenix Club.

The Admiral was met at Union Station
by Dr. Hans Froelicher, president of the
board of trustees of the Park School, and
escorted to the Belvedere Hotel. I'rom
here he proceeded to the school, where
a large audience, made up in part of the
pupils, had assembled.

Immediately after concluding his talk
the lecturer returned to his hotel and
subsequently was escorted to the resi-
dence of Mr. and Mrs. Walter Sondheim,
of Bolton street, whose guest he was at
a dinner given in his honor. It was
through the efforts of Mr. Sondheim that
the Admiral consented to give the lec-
tures. Mr. Sondbheim accompanied his
guest to the Phoenix Club, where an-
other large audience had gssembled, and

The report shows pretty clearly that
while the commission apparently held out
no hope of reward to the convicts who
would give evidence derogatory to the in-
stitution or to its officials, they never-
theless did manage to convey to such
convicts intimations that they would ut
lecast not lose anything by giving such
evidence.

In reference to the “cuffing-up’’ punish-

ment the directors state that it was only
used when necessary and that it could
not fairly criticise the punishment which
had been in vogue. The cdontract-labor
system, say the directors, is fixed by the
legislature and any remedy must come
from the same source. Because of the old
buildings, the directors say the entire
Penitentiary cannot be. kept as sanitary
as desired.

PALM NEVER TICKLED.

The directors, in concluding, question
the wisdom of accepting the report of a
commission which invited a body of con-
viets, made up of the ‘‘lowest grades of
men,”” to furnish it under seal,
charges, complaints or criticisms, 4

Mr. Weyler, in his statement says:
“John ¥. Weyler, in his conduct of the
Penitentiary, or at any other time of his
Jife, never had his palm ftickled by a dis-
honest dollar.”” He said it was evident
that there was a purpose to discover a
“oigantic graft’” in order that a Charles
S, Whitman might be discovered in Mary-
land. Mr. Weyler claims that the ‘“‘Com-
mission was so brlutally frank that when
witnesses refused to give testimony in ac-
cordance with the preconceived ideas «f
the commission’'s chairman, they were
told they were lying and were threatened
with being taken before the Grand Jury.”
The former warden-emeritus also claims
that he was hounded by the commission’s
private detectives. Again, Mr. Weyler
mentiongs that prisoners who testified
against him were pardoned, that others
have received promises, ‘‘that the com-
mission’s chairman not only advocated the
pardons, but carried them to the prison
himself and led away the pardoned con-
viets.”! Later he claimsg that the effort of
the inquiry was ‘‘to get Weyler.”

friendly feeling between himself and his

subordinates, as weéll as between himself
and the convicts, it is not' hard to see

how he might thoughtlessly utilize such
actually or relatively useless things without
even realizing the impropriety of so doing.

Another contradiction in this report is
that on the one hand Mr. Weyler is ac-
cused of cruelty to the prisoners, and on
the other hand, of undue indulgence to
them.

SOME CONTRADICTIONS.

Another contradiction is that Mr. Wey-
ler is accused on the one hand of driving
the convicts bevond their strength for
the benefit of the contractors, while on
the other hand the report constantly
challenges his judgment in so handling
the situation that the men were al-
lowed to make during his incumbency
more than a half million of dollars on
overtime work.

Another contradiction in the arraign-
ment of Mr. Weyler is that on the one
hand bhe is charged with furnishing,
habitually, food which was insufficient
in quantity and improper in quality.
Against this one the witnesses, Sidney

Johnson, to whose evidence the commis-|

sion avowedly attaches very great value,
testified that he regularly paid other
convicts to steal hog meat from the
Ikitechen, and then said: ‘“Not only do I
do it, but lots of them do it.”

We must state right here -our belief
not only that the food is sufficient, and,
with the occasional exception which is in-
cident to any large establishment—even
the best of hotels 1s of proper quality;
and we do not believe, on the other hand,
the story of wholesale stealing which this
convict testified to, and which the com-
mission eagerly swallowed, hook, bait
and. all.

Admiral Peary prefaced his exhibition
with a brief talk, in which he called at-
tention to the fact that 10 years ago
many intelligent people doubted whether
either of the poles would ever be reached,
yet now they have been reached. He
then told of the difference in the con-
formation of the North and South Poles,
the former being located in the Arctic
Ocean and the latter on the Antarctic
Continent. To reach the former many
lives have been sacrificed and millions
in property lost. Only one ship wag lost
trying to get to the South Pole. Up to
within 700 miles of the North Pole there
may be found game of various kinds, but
nothing llves 'within 2,000 miles of the
South Pole. For 400 years efforts have
been made to reach the frozen North,
but only 140 have elapsed since the first
attempt was made to locate the South
Pole. '

Speaking of the death of Captain Scott,
Admiral Peary said he presumed the ex-
plorer and his men were held in camp by
Storms and, hampered by the deep, soft
snow, struggled back almost exhausted
and nearly starved. It was while in this
