Terms have been agreed upon by the
faculties of the University of Maryland
and the DBaltimore Medical College, by
which the latter institution will become
a part of the University before the next
scholastic year, thus completing another
step in the long-continued movement to
consolidate as many educational insti-
tfutions in the state as possgible with the
University of Maryland, making it the
central body for the direction of educa-
tion in this state.

The agreement will be . discussed by
the regents of the University ®f Mary-
land at a meeting on March 19. and it
is thought the action of the faculties will
bée ratified. There is a
200 students at the Baltimore
College this year, while the University
of Maryland has about 325. It
lieved that next year a majority of the
students at the college will be entered
at the medical departmtnt of the wuni-
versity.

FLEE FROM FIRE
IN SCANTY ATTIRE

—

CHILD AWAKENED IN EARLY
MORNING BY SMOKE.

Mother Wraps Blanket About Her
and Hurries to the Street With
Her Baby, While the Father Fol-
lows With Other Children—An
Overheated Stove Causes Blaze.
Damage Will Not Be Great.

Awakened from a sound sleep yester-
day morning to find her room filled with
smoke, which came pouring in from the
floor below, little Eva Sulsky, the 11-
year-old daughter of Jacob Sulsky, a
tailor at 226 Richmond stréet, arouseéd
the rest of the family. All had to flee

to the street clad in scanty attire. Their
home caught fire from an overheated
stove and started on the first floor. of
the building, which is used as a tailor
shop.

Shortly after 2 o’clock yesterday morn-
ing Eva awoke with a dry feeling in her
throat and cried to her mother for a
drink of water. Mrs. Sulsky, when she
became fully awake, found that the
house was filled with smoke. Calling
her son Benjamin. 13 years old, she sent
him to sound the alarm.

Wrapping a blanket about herself and
catching up her baby, Mrs. Sulsky, fol-
lowed by her husband and two - other
children, hurried stumbling down_ (the
stairs. Reaching the first floor, they
found the house filled with smoke, and
it was with difficulty that they finally
reached the pavement, where they stood
shivering in the cold until the arrival of
the firemen.

The blaze is thought to have started
from waste paper in a basket becoming
ignited from a stove. The fire was con-
fined to the back room. The damage
will amount to about $75, which is cov-
ered by insurance.
