He remained in the brewing com-
pany’s employ until his death, a period
of 37 vears.

She sald: ‘“My husband, my-
self and two children occupy the Kitchen
and part of the second fioor of the house
where Dr. Stonecipher has his office.

Matilda Scott was the State’s first wit-
ness. Questioned by Mr. Broening, she
testified : “In May, 1911, I was employed
as a servant at the office of Dr. Ston-
cipher, 1655 North Fulton avenue. Later
in that year the physician went abroad
and ' returned early in January, 1912.
The act which is specifically mentioned
in the indictment took place on or about
January 10, 1912
physician’s house to scrub the front-
steps and when I had completed this,
I went, upon his solicitation into his
office on the first floor.

The girl was on the witness-stand about
one and a half hours, and when she had
concluded, her mother was called.

Scott testified that at the time of
the alleged assault, Matilda lived at 634
Bruce street, about five or six blocks
from Dr. Stoncipher’s office. The
wanted to prove by Mrs. Scott that the
prosecuting witness was between the
ages of 14 and 16 years when the al-
leged assault was committed. Apparent-
ly suffering from a recent illness, Mrs.
Scott became confused in her testimony,
buttcould not be made to say other than
Matilda was born in November, 1896.
As to her present age she was not posi-
tive whether it was 15 or 16 years. The
mother also said that Matilda had com-
plained to her of being assaulted.
