was thought to be an earthquake.

It was the greatest explosion, except volcanic eruptions, that ever shook

the earth. The largest bulk of dynamite that ever exploded before was ninety-

seven tons. . Compare this with over three hundred tons that were ignited

in the Patapsco River yesterday.

But for revelations by The Star two years ago, when dynamite was
loaded aboard ships in the harbor, the explosion might have occurred in the
city. 1t is abhorrent to contemplate the harvest of death, destruction and

men if the wreck had occurred nearer.

which was anchored in the Patapsco River, between Fort Carroll and
Hawkins Point, two miles from Sparrows Point, reached at 10:20 o’clock

vesterday morning over three hundred tons of dynamite stored in the
vessel’s hold. | | |

There followed an explosion—the greatest explosion that ever took
place on this earth except volcanic ‘eruptions.

Death, ruin, wreck, desolation and destruction were wrought by
that awful shock. The earth trembled, even one hundred miles away.
There had been an earthquake, not caused by natural forees, but by
human handicraft.

The bodies of fifty men—and the list is not complete—had been

torn into unrecognizable, bleeding, quivering debris.

Fully one hundred other men—and this list is also incomplete—had
been maimed and bruised, their limbs torn asunder, their clothing
torn into shreds. Bleeding and helpless in the icy waters of the
river, on decks of vessels, they cried piteously, plaintively, for succor,
even for death that would still their pains.

The ponderous steel hulk of the steamship Alum Chine,had been
blown into atoms, which shot out like minie balls from hundreds of
canon, hurled to distant shores and hoisted a mile or more into the

air. Waves lapped the spot where the huge vessel but a moment

before had serenely rested.

Shivered into splinters and scattered far and wide was a lighter,
moored alongside the steamship, and from which a cargo, including

dyvnamite, was being transferred from cars to the ship.

Later into the Patapsco sank the tug Atlantic, which was hastened
with all speed from the side of the burning and doomed ship. The
Atlantic had fallen a victim to the mercy and heroism of her captain,
William Vandyvke, who returned to the mine, just about to be ignited, to
save the lives of two sailorg who had clambored to the deck after the
tug had started on its voyage of escape.

The new navy qollier Jason, just completed and awaiting her trial
trip before acceptance by the government, and which had been riding
peacefully at anchor near her birthplace at Sparrows Point, a mile and a.
half distant, was punctured from stem to stern by bolts of the dismem-
bered Alum Chine. A broadside from a dreadnought could not have
wrought more gaping wounds in the hull of this ship. On her decks lay
the dead, the dying, the injured, by scores, from whose lips of the yet
living came moans and piteous appeals for help. |

Scurrying away and tossed high by the explosion were three or four
motor launches. ‘

High in the air hung a massive cloud of smoke, wreathing and
writhing, a misshapen, awe-inspiring &{ld spectacular sight.

Falling from the skies into the Patapsco, on the Anne Arundel
and Baltimore county shores and far into the interior were bits and
bars of steel from the shattered steamship, carrying death and wounds.

Floating over the seething, turbulent waters was wreckage, and
among that wreckage were yet quivering arms, legs, heads and trunks

of human beiggs. |
