Three ayrests followed in Portland last
night, .and customs agents said today
they have a confession—withheld for the
present wuntil other arrests have been

! made—which explains in full the work-

ings of the ring. % :
Those arrested were John W. . Rogérs,
alias J. A. Ralston, as he is known 'in
Seattle; Charles Looey, a prominent Chi-
nese merchant of Seattle, and a young
married woman, who gave her name as

‘Marian Bergman, which:the Seattle cus-

toms officers say is an alias.

As a sequel of the arrests a search was
made in Seattle today of Looey’s offices,
Ralston’s room and the apartments occu-
pied by the Bergman woman and her
husband, who was ignorant of her ac-
tivities. Correspondence and appliances
for handling opium were found. |

KAHN GUILTY OF ARSON

_Jur'y in Indiana Man’s Case Out

Since Last Wednesday.

South Bend, Ind., March 7.—~Benjamin
Kahn was found guilty of arson by a
jury in the Circuit Court this morning.
The jury had been out since late Wed-
nesday afternoon. f

Kahn was found guilty of setting fire
to his establishment, the Farmers and
Workingmen's Friend Store, in this city.
last April. ‘It was charged by the prose-
cutor that Benjamin Fink, who was in-
dicted with Kahn and whose trial is set
to begin Monday, was paid by Kahn to

get fire to the store. Kahn’'’s conviction
is the outgrowth of the investigation of
the gigantic “‘arson trust,” which is sup-
posed to have operated over the Middle
Western States for several vears.
Prosecutor Montgomery began his in-
vestigation which resulted in Xahn's
conviction today.more than a year ago,

and ghas been agssisted by Chicago offi-

cers. Fink is alleged to have been one
of the “torches™ of the so-called ‘‘trust.”
Kahn will be sentenced Monday.
