One old sailor, the shaggy flesh rem-
nants of a once strong right arm dang-
ling againsgt a bloodstained jumper, was
the first to be landed from the three
boats that brought a cargo of lifeless

and maimed men to Brown’s wharf. * His

utterance of a familiar biblical qguota-
tion,. “In the midst of life we are in
death,”. brought a half-hundred men,
eagerly awaiting to assist the Injured
ancd hasten them to hospitals, to silence.

Within balf an hour's time, Brown’s
wharf, located near the foot of Broad-
way, was converted from a place for.the
handling of big ship cargoes to a ' re-
celving station for the dead, the dying
and the injured.

“May I never again witness anything
like' this,”” was the fervent prayer of a

“__big and brawny policeman who had been

assigned to help in taking care of the
injured brought to the wharf. Those
who stood by silently prayed the same,
| Marﬂhali Farnan had been advised from
the Quarantine Station that tugs which
had picked up the injured and the dead

" would bring them to Brown’s wharf. The

marshal guickly gave an order that all
the police automobile ambulances go to
the wharf,, and a squad of policemen was
detailed there immediately. The knowl-
edge that the injured were being brought
to the city was also conveyed to Mercy,

St. Joseph’s and Johns Hopkins Hospi- |

tals. Ambulances from these institutions
and from several private stablés  were
hurried to the whartf. |

By the time the first tug carrying the
injured and dead reached the pier there
was a clear floor space, 25 policemen and
employes at the wharf were on hand, be-
sides & half-dozen ambulances. Marshal
Farnan and Deputy Marshal Manning
were also present to take charge of re-
ceiving the injured and sending. them to
hospitals, and of sending +the dead to
the City Momgue. -

ANXIOUS MOMENTS.

The news of the tragedy spread like
wildfire through East Baltimore, and as
the ‘Baltimore pulled alongside the pier
there were more than 5,000 men, women
and children lined along Thames street.

They were kept from reaching the pier

by the police. The injured were lifted
across a temporary gangplank,: placed in
waiting ambulances and ‘hurried to the
Just: as . carefully . were the
dead lifted into ambulances and sent to
_the City Morgue. R L L
By the time the first tug had surresn-
dered  its burden and pulled out into
the barbor the tug Mary Pryehl reached
the pier with more injured and dead.
In silence the policemen and  their ' as-
sistants went about their duties. But
above the splash of the tide against the
tug’s side could be heard the moans'and
groans of the injured. Aboard the Jboat
they had been placed on the deck .and
in the captain’s cabin, Blankets were

SCENES AT HOSPITALS.

At the hospitals the scenes were evel
more, pitiful than at the 1Lj.rharf. When
physicians and nurses learned of the ex-

tent of the tragedy-and that they would
have a large number of injured to take
care of physicians and nurses whose

hours of duty are during the night were |

summoned, The hospitalg responded to the
emergency nobly. Although the physicians
and nurses were called upon to do extra
work, they went about it without a mur-
mur. | | .
Soon after the injured had .arrived at the
institutions, men,
came in droves. They were the parents,
wives and children of men employed in
boats operating in the harbor, Their visit
of ascertaining
whether or not their loved ones had been
injured. or Kkilled. _ _ |
The frantic cries of wives whose hus-
bands lay in the hospital wards could be
heard throughout the institution. Time
and again would. come the wail of a

woman’s voice .and in many instances

wives or daughters of the victims fainted.

All afternoon and until late in the
night the bhospitals were visited by the
distressed relatives, and,

swered by the institutions’ operators.

CAR WINDOWS SMASHED

Mr. Eliason Tells of His and Fell‘pw-

passengers’ Escape.

Frank J. Eliason, of ‘Mount Pleasant,
Del., a cousin of Capt. William C. Elia-
son, president of the Tolchester Com-
pany, witnessed the catastrophe from a
Sparrows Point car which was crossing
Bear Creek. He noticed the fire in the
ship and a few seconds later saw the
vessel sent high info the air by the ex-
plosion. Every pane of glass in the car
in which he was riding was broken into
bits and scattered about the floor. Pas-

sengers became excited, but were quieted |

and the car continued its journey to
city.

Speaking of the, explosion, Mr. Elia-
son declared “it would have been a mag-
nificent sight had it not carried with it
the terrible loss to life and property.”

‘I was attracted by the motorman giv-
ing a cry,” he said, ‘‘and on looking up
I saw his arm pointed toward the river.
My eye followed and I saw two large
vessels, from one of which smoke was
curling. Ags we trailed along over the
trestle the smoke from the Alum Chine
began to grow in volume and in another
moment flames were mounting high from
the forward part of the ship. By this
time we had reached the shore end and
as we looked through the trees we saw a
mighty upheaval of fire which seemed to
come up out of the river and this was
followed by ‘a sunburst of red hot, pieces
of metal, which mounted skyward,
spreading symmetrical lines toward
d .
