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PLACID SEA;
THEN A CRASH
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How the Disaster Seemed
From the Water

-

Was the First Wﬁ:ning for Those_
on Board.

MAD SCRAMBLE FOR SAFETY

Those on the Doomed'Alum'Chine
Rushed to the Rails and Shouted
for Assistance—Atlantic Hurried

to the Rescue, and Order of |ts
Heroic Captain to Turn Back for
Those Left Behind Cost Him. Hls
Life—Then the Rescue Tug Burst
Into Flame and Sank After Those
Aboard. Were Rescued. |

A placid sea on which boats of all
sizes were riding at anchor; then a flame
followed shortly afterward by an ex-
plosion that was heard for miles around
and which carried men and tons of steel
and wood high into the air; then the
opening of the waters of the Patapsco
and the swallowing of a giant freighter.
Then again g placid sea.'.

This 1s the record of events on the
Patapsco yesterday afternoon when the
Alum Chine; of the Munson Iine, was

blown up. The vessel was_lc}aded'- with
‘nearly 500 ton§ of dynamite to be taken

to Panama and was 4t ancher 'receiying |

its cargo near Hawkins Point. A half
inile distant, the collier Jason, ‘was at
anchor and further up the river the
steamer Vauxhall from Daiquiri with a
cargo of iron ore was resting on the
~calm water awaiting a berth at one of
the docks in Canton. | -

On the Alum Chine several score of
men were busy loading the deadly cargo
~into the hold. Some were whistling while
others jokingly shouted “watch havvy”
to one another as the cases of explosives
were passéd from one to another ‘to be
stored in‘the hold. Suddenly there was
a burst of flame. The wvessel was "afire.
A wild scramble for safety followed, as
all knew an explosion was inevitable.
With a roar that could be heard for
many miles, the waters opened. The hull
of the vessel was:carried to the bottom
of the river and the part above water
was sent hurling into the air in frag-
ments. |

Pieces of steel bent and turned in

queer shapes whirled through the air.
Splintered. woodwork also shot skyward,
intermingled with . fragments of men.
Eyewitnesses declared the explosion
looked llke a combustion of aerial fire-
works. Some of the dynamite in boxes
was carried into the air and exploded
while more than a thousand feet.above
the water—a marvelous  spectacle.
A dense cloud of heavy black smoke
- spread over the waters after the debris
had fallen. Heavy waves, some 10 feet
high, spread over the waters tearing
.. loose hawsers that held small craft to
their moorings and tossing other: boats
about the waters. Before the dense smoke
cleared, however,, the water bad quicted
and the placidity of 10 minutes previous
preyalled. |

A DREADFUL PICTURE.

The water was filled with wreckage
and bodies floated here and there. Some
were headless; some. leglessg or . arhless
and others had been mutilated beyond
recognition. On all sides, tugs and small
boats were headed toward the scene of
the <¢atastrfophe to-:lend what "gaid was
possible to the-injured. The tug Atlantic,
“of the " Atlantic Transport Company,
which had seen the flames on the vessel
before it had been discovered by the men
who were at work qon its deck and which
had made quick time ‘to the side of the
Alum Chine to save ag’' many lives as
possible' was then discovered to be afire.

A MARTYR’S DEATH.

When the Atlantic was several hundred
}'}1]‘(13 from the Alum Chine the explo-
sion occurred and the men who had been
left behind were blown to eternity. Bits
of iron from the steel sides of the ves-
sel struck or .fell on the Atlantic, Cap-
tain Van Dyke was struck by one of
Fhese pieces and killed. He gave hig life
In an attempt to save the lives of those
left on the doomed ship.

BIG BURST OF FLAME

‘E,ic and blew the fire from her bollers
into the engine room and as the tug
rocked on the heavy sea caused by the

explosion the vessel caught fire in several
places.

Cries of help then arose from the decks |

of the Atlantic. A number of boats were
headed toward her. The fire on the At-
lantic was principally amidships and the
terrified men were gathered fore and aft
looking eagerly to the boats which were
speeding to thelr rescue.

° TWO MEN IN PERIL.
The tug Mary P. Reihl, of Baltimore,

' 'was the first to reach the side of the At-

lantic. It was headed into Sparrows
Point at the time of the explosion and

what aid was possible. The crew of the
Relhl transferred 35 men from the At-
lantic to its decks. Some were injured
seriously, others bruised or slightly cut
and some uninjured. All were taken to
Brown’s wharf, at the foot of Broadway,
where police ambulances carried the in-
jured to hospitals. \
When the Reihl reached the side of the
Atlantic there was a mad scramble for
safety. Some fought in their excitement
and fear of death to get to the deck of
a vessel that would carry them to land.
Others ran into the flames amidships to
get to points where they could climb
safely aboard the Reihl.:T Two of these
men were carried overboard by the fall-
ing of the Atlantic’s smokestacks, which
had been loosed by the concussion of the

sexplosion and which broke entirely away

from the vessel when fire blazegd up and
down their sides.

THIS WAS A MAN!

- Capt. Willilam Vandyke, of the tug At-
langic, was one of the most valued men
in the employ of the Atlantic Transport
Company. It was in 1806 he entered their
service as a mate. Soon afterward he
| was reprimanded for a slight infraction
of the rules and told that promotion
| would be denied him unless he obeyed
the regulations. James C. Gorman, man-
ager, kept his eye on Vandyke, who never
after gave cause" for complaint. Some
time afterward a vacancy occurred, and,
sending for Vandyke, Mr. Gorman said:
‘“You will remember I sent you a letter
of warning some time ago?”’

|  ‘“Yes, sir,”” came the quick reply, ‘I
have it right here,”’ and he drew it from
his pocket. .

ALL WERE INJURED.

Practically every one of the 60 or more
persons at Quarantine, which is just op-
posite Fort Carroll and only half a mile

from the scene of the accident, suffered a
severe shakeup and slight bruises. Not
even Dr. Richardson escaped. He hurt
his hand while trying to prevent a door
from. falling over him. It was loosened
from its hinges by the vibration.

It will "cost the city about $2,000 to
remedy the damage at Quarantine. KEvery
window at the station was broken. Doors
were .torn from their fastenings and
furniture in the different buildings com-
pletely turned topsy-turvy. The 15 col-
ored patlents in the detention-house
thought that an earthquake had occurred.

According to the officers in charge of
the 'station, the colored inmates rushed
from their rooms- shouting at the top of
their voices. Several of them saw the
black pall of smoke which enveloped the
Bay immediately after the explosion.

EXPLOSION IN SUEZ CANAL.

Until the new record was made vesters-
day. in the Patapsco River, the largest
h.u]l{ of dynamite and other high explo-
sive that has ever ‘‘gone off’” at one time
was the -cargo of the British ship
Chatham, laden with 98 tons of dynamit: *
as well as detonators. ete. She was on
ner ‘way to Japan. in 1905. where the
. dynamite was to be used in the wat
against Russia.: Shertly after the vessel
had been laden and was at sea came the
news of the naval battle of Tshushima.
where Admiral Togo totally defeated the
tussian  Baltic fleet commanded by
Rodjesvensky. '

Although the war with Russia was
over, the Japanese authorities decided
that the Chatham with her cargo of
dynamite should proceed on her voyvage,
and all went well with her until she was
passing through the Suez (anal. As is
usually the case in that crowded water-
way, there were a number of vessels
close together, proceeding in line ahead
at a slow rate. The order came to tie
up in order that other ships coming in
the opposite direction should pass, and
the line slowed down. But the pilot on
the vessel next astern of the Chatham
did not aect quickly enough and ‘his ves-
sel gently bumped the Chatham with
sufficient force to knock over several of
the kerosene lamps which were alight on
board, ‘for the accident occurred after
dusk. The crew of the Chatham fought
the fire, but it had started in several
parts of the ship at once and they were
notsable to get it under control.

Knowing what the cargo was, the crew
then announced to the captain that they
believed a stroll on the deserts of Egypt
in the cool of the night would be pleas-,
ant relaxation after their efforts.
